Bill 287 - Senator Bursley of Ann Arbor - The bill would allow for therape'.~ -::ic 

abortions in licensed and accredited hospitals under any of the follO\~ing condi­
tions: 1) danger to the mental o~ physical tealth of the mother; L) a serious 
risk of mental or physical defects in the fetus; 3) in cases of rape or incest. 
The decision to perform an abortion ,,]Quld have to be approved by three doctors, 
one of \:hom ,-JQuld have to be a psychiatrist. No doctor or hospital tvould be re­
~uJre~ to p2rform an abortion. 
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Bill 288 - Senator J.E. McCauley of Hyaadotte - The bill · ~wuld make the question 
~f abortion solely a decision of the physician and his patient. 

Bill 12t:. - Senator McCauley - i\' 1 icensed doc tor would be exempt from the criminal 
code which no'" states that performing an abortion is either a felony or manslaughter.
