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THE FINANCIAL VALUE OF 
EDUCATION. 

Extracts from an Address by James H. 
Eckels, President of the Commercial 

National Bank, of Chicago, Given 
Before the National Educa­

tional Association at Los 
Angeles, July, J907. 

" I hesitated a good deal, beiftg 
engaged in the sordid occupation of 
handling dollars and cents, as to 
whether or no I should he doing 
the cause of education anv particu­
lar good by Irving to demonstrate 
that in this dav and generation there 
is some financial value in being 
somewhat, learned in the books of 
art and science and agriculture. 1 
am not sure but today when public 
sentiment is such that financial suc­
cess i.s considered a crime and the 
accumulation of money something 
to be abhorred, that if it becomes 
known that men can become richer 
and more industrious and more sav­
ing because thev are educated, pub­
lic sentiment will put the public 
school, and the high school, and the 
college in the same class with other 
corporations, and that there will be 
serious objection if provision is 
made for education which enables 
men to live well, make a fair appear­
ance, now and then give something 
to a public charity or a public edu­
cational institution, and leave some­
thing for their children. 

" I f it be true that such is the 
public sentiment as regards the 
result of financial undertakings, 
why might it not well be argued 
that the thing which enabled a 
man to make two blades of grass 
grow where but one heretofore had 
grown, which enabled him to apply 
an acquired knowledge of chemistrv, 
obtained from the books in the 
schools, which brought about greater 
results in the arts and sciences, 
which enables him to know more of 
mining and metallurgy and all the 
other things that made it possible to 
take greater wealth from the earth ; 
why. I sav, could it not well be 
assumed that the encouragement of 
such a thing resulted only in harm 
instead of in good: Or, in other 
words, that when educators had de­
parted from that which in the 
earlier period of educational under­
takings developed simply the schol­
astic side of man, and gave instead 
the, industrial and commercial edu­
cation, that they worked out harm 
instead of good to the community r 

"Th i s country within the last two 
decades has seen a progress so won­
derful that not alone our own peo­
ple but the peoples of other nations 
have stood in amazement at it. 
There has been great development 
in lines of transportation, in the 
mining industry, in agricultural pur­
suits, in the marvelous advance of 
manufacturing, in the still more 
wonderful advance in scientific un­
dertakings, not the least cause of 
which has been that from those 
schools and colleges over which you, 
gentlemen, preside, has come a prac­
tical knowledge of the things which 
are necessary for the development

Science teachers held at Rochester. 
New \ ork. John M. Spencer, one 
of the teachers of extension work 
in agriculture at Cornell University, 
said: " W e have introduced agri­
culture into the common school-, 
but it has been introduced under 
another name, " N a t u r e Study." 
Recently a cOpj of an address b \ 
Eugene Davenport, Dean of the 
College of Agriculture of the Uni­
versity of Illinois has been handed 
to us. and in it he says : •• When 1 
-peak of teaching agriculture in our 
high schools. I mean Agriculture, 
I do not mean Nature study, nor do 
1 mean that some sort of pedagogi­
cal ,kink should be given to chemis­
try or botany or even geographx 
and arithmetic. Let these arts and 
sciences be taught from their own 
standpoint, with as direct application 
to as many affairs of life as possible ; 
but let chemistry continue to he 
chemistry ; let agriculture introduce 
new matter into the schools and 
with it a new point of view." 
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The Financial Value of Education. 

i ('ontinu»'<l trorn pjitrr I,) 
of these resources which heretofore 
in this country have existed, hut 
have not been developed. And, as 
a result of getting awav. to an ex­
tent, from the mere scholastic edu­
cation and developing the practical 
side. making the school the 
place to learn how to manu­
facture, how to apply science in 
a practical wav. how to make agri­
culture a science instead of a mere 
haphazard thing — because of these 
reasons there has been this wonder­
ful growth of wealth ; and, as a re­
sult'of it. men have acquired great 
fortunes. 

•• 1 think as 1 have stated, that the 
great advance which education has 
made in this country within the last 
decade is an advance along practical 
lines. An analysis of what has 
been 'accomplished by introducing 
into the school a know ledge of ag­
riculture, it seems to me. will demon­
strate that it has been of more ben­
efit, espucialh in this great western 
country of ours, than anv other un­
dertaking which the educator has 
had in hand within a verv long pe­
riod of lime. I was asked the other 
da\ how I accounted for the fact 
that in the west, and especially in 
the Mississippi Valley and on the 
Pacific coast, there had been brought 
about such a marked difference in 
the condition of the agricultural in­
terests. Mv reply was th is : That . 
especially since the period of the 
last financial depression in IS9,}. 
there had been a great light seen bv 
the farmers of this country, and 
that for that light the educators in 
our state institutions were to a verv 
large degree responsible: that until 
there was taught in these institu­
tions a scientific knowledge of farm­
ing, a knowledge of what the soil 
consisted of. of what the soil was 
best adaptable to, and the kindred 
tilings which are essential to suc­
cessful farming, the farmer went at 
his work in a haphazard wav. plant­
ing a crop here and a crop there, 
without anv know ledge as to wheth­
er that particular crop was fitted for 
that particular soil, and without 
knowing whether there ought to be 
from time to time either changes in 
the crop planted or in the fertilizing 
of the soil; and that, through this 
.schooling, there had come, as an 
additional means of making the 

farmer more successful, the grow­
ing of a variety of crops. 

\ I gave, as another reason why 
there was so much wealth being 
produced in the West , the fact that 
the schools had taught the science 
of metallurgy and had applied chem- ' 
istrv to the mining of the metal--. 
so that ores which a few years ago 
were considered of little or no value, 
now. by the processes which have 
been applied through a knowledge of 
the science of mining, gained in the-
schools, were made of verv great 
value. 

- A n d so you might take up a 
great main" other educational bene­
fits which have come to the practi­
cal business side of life in such a 
wav as to make a great amount of 
wealth, where heretofore there had 
been a great amount of poverty*. I 
cite another instance in connection 
with agriculture, and that is the per­
fecting of scientific and mechanical 
inventions which have made possi­
ble the bringing to the arid parts of 
our country the benefits of irriga­
t ion: where water, heretofore use­
less, has been applied to land, here­
tofore useless, until you have as a 
result verv great and wonderful 
agricultural wealth. 

- T h e n take the question of elec­
tricity. Its application to the art of 
mechanics has been so very won­
derful that it seems incredible to 
think that only as far back as 1876, 
w hen the Centennial was celebrated 
in Philadelphia, there was not an 
electric light in that great aggrega­
tion of buildings. And then there 
is the other and broader side, which 
is different from the side of mechan­
ics, or of transportation or of agri­
culture, and that is that it is through 
the schools that the young man and 
the voting woman are best fitted to 
gain such a knowdedgc as is essen­
tial to the multiplicity of undertak­
ings in the business world. 

•• 1 once heard President Wilson, 
of Princeton University, sav that, 
if he were to sum up in a single 
sentence the great benefit of educa­
tion as applied to commercial or 
financial undertakings, he would 
say that it gave the student what he 
termed " the traveled mind: ' ' in 
other words, that it gave him a 
mind that enabled him to lay hold 
on what was being clone in other 
parts of the world; that it gave 
him a mind that knew the geog­
raphy of the world; that it gave 
him a mind that knew what was 
being done by peoples of other 
countries ; that it gave him a knowl­
edge of what India could produce; 
of what South America had ; of 
what all the European countries 
were best fitted to do, and what, in 
tlie mechanical, the business, and 
the agricultural world, these people 
were doing; and that, as applied to 
the ordinary affairs of business, the 
affairs of the banker, the affairs of 
the merchant, the affairs of the 
manufacturer, is. to mv mind ('apart 
from the purely practical side of 
education 1 the best that it accom­
plishes. 

••For he who studies the condi­
tions of this country and other coun­
tries today and knows the kind of 
competition in every line of business, 
whether it be banking, manufactur­
ing, or other undertakings, must 
have been impressed with this one 
thing more than any other : that we 
have reached a period now where 
we cannot succeed unless we have 
the verv best knowledge and the 
very best methods to apply to the 
business in which we are engaged, 

because this is the age of competi­
tion ; the age of competition upon the 
part of those who have brains and 
who, having those brains, know best 
how to apply them to the hand, so 
that the hand can accomplish the 
greatest results with the least physi­
cal labor. It is the age when every 
man must be alert both in body and 
in mind. It is the age when a man 
who is extravagant in the work 
which he does, falls far behind. It 
is the age when the profit in busi­
ness is the doing of the most at the 
least cost, in the most scientific wav. 
It is the age when the man who 
acquires a fortune, whether it be 
small or swollen, gets it because 
with the very least amount of cost 
he turns out the largest volume of 
product and he finds his profit, not 
in an extravagant price charged for 
a single article, but in making that 
article so he can sell it at the lowest 
price, with the least profit, and sell 
the greatest number of articles at 
such a price that most people can 
buy them.1 ' 

ENGINEERING SOCIETY 

Fast Tuesday evening.Mr. Zim­
merman, chief engineer of tile Mich. 
Power Co.. addressed the engineer­
ing society upon the Hydro-Elec­
tric Power Plant which he recently 
installed in Lansing. This plant is 
one of five prospective plants with 
which the Mich, Power Co. in­
tend to develop sixty miles of the 
Grand river .within the next ten 
years. Thev plan in this wav to 
develop 30,000 h. p. and in addition 
to instal an auxiliary 10.000 h. p. 
steam plant for use in periods of 
low water. The power developed 
is intended for general use in Lan­
sing and surrounding towns, but 
Mr. Zimmerman predicts that 
within ten or fifteen years Lansing 
alone will require the total power 
output. 

The dew Lansing plant which 
develops 2000 II. P . was designed 
to occupy the space left by dis­
mantling the old 700 I I . P . plant, 
necessitating crowding it somewhat. 
The old plant consisted of only one 

unit, and in case of an accident it 
was necessary to shut down the en­
tire plant, but in the new design 
this has been overcome bv dividing 
the plant into two independent 
units. These units consist of two 
three phase, four-wire, star con­
nected, "(OO K. W- generators with 
the neutral points grounded. The 
generators are separately excited bv 
two 20 K. W . excitors. The units 
are driven by two pairs of wheels 

so designed that under small loads, 
in order to obtain a maximum effi­
ciency, either pair of wheels may be 
cut out leaving the entire load upon 
the other pair. Throughout the 
construction cast iron columns and 
reinforced concrete have been used 
to quite an extent, in some cases as 
in. the tail-race to give a larger open 
area and in others for strength. At 
no vital point in the plant do they 
depend upon concrete alone to sus­
tain the load. 

W o r k was commenced upon this 
installation early in July of last year 
and everything that could be done 
before closing down the old plant 
was done in order to save the addi­
tional expense of carrying the load 
with a steam plant. The old plant 
was shut down on Sept. [2th, and in 
ninetv-two days the new plant was 
running and by Feb. 1st the job 
was practically completed. The to­
tal cost of installation was .about 
$2=jo,00o, which is only about. $ 1 >-
<xx) in excess of what it would have 
cost to have installed &• 1,000 IF P. 
plant. The talk was illustrated 
throughout with slides showing the 
plans of the plant and various stages 
in the progress of the construction. 
Charts showing the materials of 
construction used and the number 
of men employed during the instal­
lation were also shown. 

This evening Mr. Dow, of De­
troit, will speak upon •• Trend of 
Recent Central Station Practice." 
Mr. Dow is general manager of the 
Edison Illuminating Co., of Detroit, 
and a member of the American So­
cieties of Mechanical and Civil En­
gineers and the Institute of Electri­
cal Engineers, and will undoudtedlv 
give us one of the best talks of the 
term.

It will be 
ready for occupancy in a few 
weeks. 

The Pere Marquette had a force 
of men clearing awav the ice jam at 
the bridge Thursday.
