The sophomore bunch, 
which had gathered on the green to 
the south, immediately broke into 
a lullaby and started a slow power­
ful march in pursuit. T h e long 
line of freshmen was over taken 
and sifted through like sand in a 
screen. 

The upper classmen came to the 
rescue and sophomores were com­
pelled to halt until the freshmen 
had all crossed the bridge. 

T h e field was finally filled and 
classes lined for the terrible strug­
gle. T h e first event was the foot­
ball rush. At the moment the 
balls, five in number, were thrown, 
into the air and the pistol fired 
the death-like silence of the field 
gave way to a terrible rumble and 
loud yelling. Masses of arms 
could be seen here reaching into the 
air far above the heads as the "pig 
skin" bounded up and down and 
sideways or fell to the ground to be 
covered by a sprawling lot of 
tangled legs and bodies. Torn 
shirts were noticeable there.

At the crack of the gun 
the cable moved about six inches 
toward the end of the stalwart '13's 
and a gradual movement maintained 
until one by one of the sophomores 
began to swing in to the mighty 
torrent. A t the end of eight min­
utes the '12's had swung down 
stream and fastened the cable at 
right angles around a tree making 
it impossible for the freshmen to 
pull up the tree. All were stand­
ing in the water up to their ankles 
except the few who had climbed 
into an old boat which had grounded 
in the bed. 

Last and greatest of all. was the 
rush for the canvas banner on the 
tree. T h e whole number of both 

classes took part in the event as 
they had done in the first. In the 
second and third only a chosen few-
had taken part, those of brawny 
bodies and bulldog grit. Now came 
a free-for-all. T h e freshmen had 
fastened the canvas at a height of 
about nine feet on the elm in front 
of Dean Shaw's residenee. 

T h e results of the day's exercises 
ended largely in favor of the fresh­
men, but in several instances thev 
had advantage, both of grounds and 
numbers. Luck was especially with 
them in the tug of war where the 
slope of the bank was decidedly 
against them. 

T h e sophomore class will now-
put on the dignity of ended lower-
class hostilities and will come out 
with higher honors and broken pre­
vious records at graduation exer­
cises. May the memory of defeat 
at games of small significance be an 
encouraging angel in the grand old 
game of life.

Fifty yea r s a g o the main s tud ies 
for the un ive rs i t i e s , including- M i c h ­

i g a n aiid H a r v a r d , cons i s ted of 
G r e e k , La t in and m a t h e m a t i c s . 
These w e r e k n o w n as t he t h r e e 

main "g r inds . " ' 
T h e U n i v e r s i t y of M i c h i g a n , 

fifty y e a r s a g o . had an en ro l lmen t 
of 430 s t u d e n t s , inc lud ing t hose 
s t u d y i n g medic ine . A t t he s a m e 
t ime H a r v a r d , a m u c h o lde r ins t i ­
tu t ion , w i t h d e p a r t m e n t s of med i ­
c ine , l aw, d iv in i ty , as wel l as the 
sc iences , l i t e ra tu re and the a r t s , all 
1 old had about 800 s t uden t s . In 
bo th these schoo l s science w a s just 
b e g i n n i n g to ge t a foothold . 

A t th is t ime a un ivers i ty educa­
tion w a s not p o p u l a r w i t h t h e 
masses . It was not prac t ica l . 
F i g u r e s s h o w that p a t r o n a g e was 
smal l . Bu t as the un ive rs i t i e s be­
gan to in t roduce c h e m i s t r y , p h y s i c s , 
e n g i n e e r i n g in var ious l ines , and 
p h i l o s o p h y in the b road sense as 
col lege men k n e w it, t he peop le 
from the ou t s ide b e g a n to a w a k e n . 
• ' H e r e is s o m e t h i n g for us w o r t h 
while , '" they said. 

T o d a y , pe r i .ooo-populat ion the re 
are no t far f rom four t imes the 
n u m b e r of s t u d e n t s , and it h a s c o m e 
abou t l a rge ly f rom increased a t t en­
tion g iven to sc ience. S o m e of the 
o lder ag r i cu l tu ra l co l leges a lso h a v e 
exe r t ed a great influence in the s ame 
di rec t ion .

In 
1858 t h e r e w e r e 30 men in these 
c o u r s e s in t he U n i v e r s i t y of Mich i ­
g a n , and in 1900 the male s tuden t 
e n r o l l m e n t in t h e m had increased to 
33 . D u r i n g the fifty y e a r s f rom 

1S59 to 1909 the total en ro l lmen t 
h a d increased f rom 430 to 5 2 0 0 ; 
m o r e t h a n ten-fold. T h e s e figures 
s h o w pla in ly tha t the classics h a v e 
not k e p t pace w i t h the o t h e r 
cou r se s . 

A s ear ly as 1870 t h e r e w a s m o r e 
t ime r equ i red to the s tudy of b o t a n y 
in the M i c h i g a n A g r i c u l t u r a l Col ­
lege t h a n in any o t h e r col lege in 
the U n i t e d S t a t e s . Y e t th i s col lege 
was not a lone in he r efforts a t p u s h ­
ing the sc iences to the f ront . Al l 
t he so-called " land g r a n t " co l leges 
h a v e exe r t ed a w ide influence on 
the un ive r s i t i e s . T h e t r end has 
been t o w a r d the - h e a r t and h a n d " 
p rocess , and the l abo ra to ry m e t h o d 
is the i m p o r t a n t fea ture of p r e s e n t 
d a y educa t ion .
