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HARRIETTE IRVING ROBSON.

A telegram to the family of Mr.
and Mrs. John Robson of Lansing
Wednesday morning conveved the
sad news of the death of their
daughter Harriette Irving Robson
at the Colorado Springs sanitarium,
Miss Robson has been in poor
health for some time and yet her
death is a great shock to her many
friends, who had hoped that in the
west she would improve rapidly.

Miss Rohson graduated at M. A.
C. with the class of 1900 and almost
immediately took charge of the
domestic science department at the
Thomas Training School, Detroit,
which position she held tor eight
years. In recognition of her splen-
did work at this school, her salary
was  steadily advanced. She did
not confine herself to her school
work, however, but did much in a
philanthropic way, aiding in every
good work among the city’s poor.
Well equipped in every phase of
her work and a good speaker, she
also in demand as a lecturer
and gave considerable time to this
work. The attempt to meet every
demand proved too great a task,
however, and in 1908 she was
oblired, on account of ill health, to
resion her position.

With the hope that her health
would improve in the west she ac-
cepted a position in the Leadville,
Colo., public schools which position
she held for two years. Last sum-
mer she was visited by her brother,
Frank Robson, a lawyer in Detroit,
who at once took her to Colorado
Springs, where it was learped she
was supffering  from goitre and
where she has been preparing for
the operation which resulted in her
death. While in the west Miss
Robson was offered a position at
the head of the domestic science de-
partment at Ft. Collins, but was
unable to accept. The mother was
with her at the time of her death
and brought the body to Lansing
for burial. The funeral was held
from the home on Monday. A
number of college friends attended,
and members of her society, The
Feronians, sent floral offerings.
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The local oration contest will be
held Friday, Jan. 27.

THE BELLS.

Under the auspices of the King's
Daughters Prof. King of the Eng-
lish Department, on Friday evening
gave an interpretation of M. M.
Erckmann-Chatrian’s drama * The
Bells.” The chapel was well filled
with appreciative listeners and the
speaker was given the closest atten-
tion throughout the recital.

As Prof. King explained in his
introduction “The Bells” is the
story of a guilty conscience and the
necessity of confession as a relief
from the feeling of guilt. Web-
ster's famous *murder will out™ is
taken as the keynote and the
author’s attempt to build up
psychological study showing that a
guilty conscience can best be re
lieved by full confession.

The play itself deals with
Matthias, the DBurgomaster of a
town in France, who, fifteen years
before the scene opens, in order to
save his inn from being sold for
debt, murders a wealthy Jew who
was stopping with him and disposes
of the bml.\'.

Ile was young then, no one sus-
pected him, and he was able 1o hide
the crime. Ile soon rose to be a
great man in the village, became
burcomaster and was wealthy,  As
he grows older, however, his guilt
weighs upon him and his mind be-
vins to fail. e broods over his
trouble and becomes fearful that his
crime will be detected.

At the happiest period of his life
when his daughter is to be given in
marriage to the man of his choice in
the village, the fact that thisis the
fifteenth unniversary of his crime is
brought vividly back to him by the
conversation he has heard in the
village, and also by the »ringiny of
the bells.”  These sleigh bells were
the ones used by the Jew on the
nirht of the murder and they have
since haunted him continually.

After the marriage contract has
been signed and the dowry drawn
ip, he finds that his own son-in-
law is much interested in the story
of the murder. Again the terrible
fear almost causes him to lose his
mind and the bells ring in his ears
constantly.  While those around
him are celebrating the marriage of
his daughter, Matthias listens to
those bells but manages to ward off
the confession which he is tempted
to make.

In the last act, Matthias, in a
dreum, sees himself before a court
of justice and though fighting
against confession, finally has the
admission of his crime drawn from
him by a mesmerist. He hears the
sentence of death pronounced upon
him and in his dreams imagines he
is suspended by the hangman’s
rope. IHere the drunken revellers
from the wedding, as they are about
to retire, find him dead in his bed.

Prof. King's recital was greatly
appreciated by all who heard it and
from the standpoint of attendance
the entertsinment was ail that could
be desired.

RARE WINTER BIRDS.

Frequent inquiries have been
made during the past two weeks in
regard to a flock of handsome birds
which have been seen on and about
the campus feeding mostly on the
seeds of maple and ash, but to some
extent on other trees and on the
ground, They first appeared on
Dec. 26, when a flock of eighteen
was found in the arboretum and
have been scen every day since.
The bird is the Evening Gresbeck
(Hesperiphona 1espertina),a wan-
derer from its summer home in the
Rocky Mountain region, but a fre-
quent if not regular winter visitor
to northern Michigan, It has been
found from time to time in this
vicinity. but usually in very small
flocks or sometimes only singly or
in pairs. Probably its most note-
worthy occurrence was in the winter
of 159g-1900, when it appeared in
large flocks over the whole of
Michigan and extended southward
into Indiana and Ohio and eastward
into New York and New England.

The adult male is a striking bird,
nearly as large as a robin, but with
proportionately shorter tail. It has
a short, thick, and very large vellow-
ish green bill, together with hlack.
white and old-gold plumage, the
yellow and black passing into cach
other through all the shades of
brown. olive and buff. The female
is largely drab gray, with little or
no vellow, but with more white in
the wings and tail. Most Hocks
consist of birds of both sexes and
all ages, so that a great variety of
plumage is  seen. This hied s
doubly interesting to Michigan peo-
ple. not only from the fact that it is
a rare and heautiful hird, but because
the first specimen known to science,
the type from which the species
wits desceribed, was taken pear Sault
Ste. Marie, Michigan, i April,
1523. v Schooleraft. and deseribed
in 18235 by William Cooper under
the name fringille zespertina, the
specilic name being wiven wider the
belief that it sune oftenest and buest
at evening.  While with us in win-
ter it has no song, but only o lowd.
clear whistle, and 2 few low twit-
tering calls, which are most often
uttercd as the flock takes fight.
In spite of the immense bill and the
general belief that the Dhird lives
largely vpon buds, we have been
unable to discover that it does any
harmt whatever,  Its beauty  and
rarity should proteet it from all dis.
turbance, aside from the fact that it
belongs to the group of non-game
birds, and as such comes under the
law which forbids its capture or
killing under a heavy penalty for
cach offence.
