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NEW EXTENSION DEPARTMENT. PROF. ANDERSON IN EUROPE. 

The Extension Department of- this inst i tut ion, 
which is under the direction of Robert J. Baldwin, 
'04, has added a new phase of activities to it's already 
large list. The Hume Economics Department now 
has an extension worker in the person of Miss 
Paul ina Raven, B. S., '05, tod M. H. E., '13. 

For ' the first two years after graduation, Miss 
Raven taught domestic science and a r t at St. Eliza­
beth's Indian Mission, Wakpala, S. Dak. Then for 
three and one-half years she was head of the domes­
t ic science and* a r t department of the Nor thern 
Normal and Industr ia l School of Aberdeen, S. Dak. 
Oyer two y e a r s of this t ime she was dean of women, 
also. From there /she went, as head of the same de­
par tment , to the State Normal School, Warrensburg, 
Mo., where she taught for five years. During the 
summer of '09, and the second semester of '11, Miss 
Raven studied in Columbia University, and planned 
to spend this last year there, but ill hea l th compelled 
her to stay a t -home in Eas t Lansing. She did. some 
extension work last winter i n the week short 
courses in this state, and taught domestic a r t at 
the University .of Montana in the past summer 
school. 

Miss Raven has .been on the job a month now, pre­
par ing for these farmer short courses. She read a. 
paper before the Michigan Bean Jobbers ' Association 
meeting at Saginaw, Sept, 24, on the food value of 
beans, and the paper was so well received tha t .a 
copy of it was requested for their permanent report . 
On Oct. 8 she speaks at the Culture Club of Clinton, 
Mich., and on the 10th at the Columbia F a r m e r s ' 
Club at Brooklyn. -

BOYS' AND GIRLS' CLUB WORK HAS 
NEW HEAD. 

E. C.Linde 'mann, '11, has been appointed to take 
charge of the boys' and girls ' club work i n . th is 
state, under the U. S. Department of Agriculture, 
co-operating with the , Michigan Agricul tural College. 
"Lindy" is p lanning t a do some special work in 
rura l sociology and feels that one of the best ways 
tha t he can come in. contact with rural conditions is 
through this work. He has had some valuable ex­
perience since he left college tha t will help h im 
greatly in th is i e w position. 

The summer months were very pleasantly spent 
by Prof. Anderson and family in the Bri t ish Isles 
and continental Europe, where Prof. Anderson made 
a careful study of the production and manufactur ing 
of dairy products, and also the European methods 
of feeding and management . 

Ten days were spent on the island home of the 
Jersey, and ten more on Guernsey Island. At the 
lat ter place a one-day fair was held where m&ny 
hundreds of cattle were shown, all of-the one breed, 
of course, since there are no other cattle admit ted 
on the island except for immediate slaughter. 

Many schools, colleges and experiment s tat ions 
were visited, among which the most notable were 
colleges at Rutt i , Zurich and Freiburg, in Switzer­
land; a school at Wagertingen, Netherlands, and 
also the experiment stat ions at Lenwarden and 
Groningen; the University College at Reading, Eng­
land; the Rothamstead experiment station, a t Harp-
ender; Cambridge University, and the dairy school 
at Kilmarnock, Scotland. At these schools Mr. An­
derson said the course of study is very s imilar to 
ours, except that more t ime is put in and the stu­
dents are more patient. The quality of milk 
throughout the whole t r ip was said to be inferior to 
ours. No pretense is made to cool it, as they de­
pend upon the na tura l coolness of the»weather . 

One very interest ing sight in Scotland was. a herd 
of the Wild White Cattle; from which the present 
domesticated cattle of England probably came, i t 
is very noticeable, says Mr. Anderson, tha t the milk 
supply of London comes entirely from shor thorn 
cattle. In Switzerland they have tr iple purpose 
cattle, where they must serve as milk producers, 
beef producers, and also as beasts of .burden. 

During the absence of Prof. Anderson, the work 
of the Dairy Department was very ably supervised 
by H. E. Dennison, '11. 

SOPHOMORES TAKE RUSH. 

With the count of three to one, the sophomores 
captured the annual "fresh-soph" rush last Saturday. 
The second year men won the canvass pull, tug-of-
war, and flag rush, while the freshmen took the foot­
ball rush.

THE HUMMER SCHOOL. 

In spite of the fact tha t the next Summer School 
is yet some nine months away, we deem it very im­
por tant tha t your at tent ion should be called to it at 
this time. Alumni readers can do a great deal 
toward making this next Summer School what it 

. ought TO be, in the way of at tendance, by dropping 
a hint here and there to teacher friends and others 
that a Summer School is going to be carried on at-
th'is inst i tut ion next year. With the present call 
for teachers tha t must have information in regard 
to agricul ture in th is day, it will hardly be neces­
sary for you to tell them what is to be given in this 
school. 

vWe are not in any way t rying to compete with 
* normal schools in this work, but r a the r tardily tak-
. ing up work, tha t from the very nature of it belongs 

in this insti tution. We have the facilities heFe for 
practical observation of agricultural practices that 
are unexcelled, and a teaching force tha t makes-such 
teaching a life work. 

After a very depressing influence last spring, it 
was thought tha t it would be necessary to abandon 
the idea of a Summer School, but plans were carried 
out, and the enrollment of 122 is a small indication 
of the interest shown and the probable at tendance 
next .year. 

In the plans for next year there will be several 
new features added, besides a continuation of the 
work already started. For instance, it will be pos­
sible for s tudents of last year to take advanced work 
in the same subjects. There will also be additional 
facilities" for graduate work. Courses will be adapt­
e d to the needs of teachers, both in city and rural 
schools.. Summer conferences of ministers , Y. M. C-
A. workers, and all others who are interested in 
the bet terment of rural social conditions, as well as 
economic conditions, will be held. 

There will be an a t tempt made to have special 
lecturers on rural recreations and rural health. In 
short , we plan to make this inst i tut ion, and the re - . 

sources tha t it commands, of immediate and last ing 
benefit to t he vast number of the people of the s tate 
who have most influence in shaping the moral and 
economic s tandards of this and the coming genera­
tion. Again we ask you to exert .your influence in 
behalf of this Summer School. •

HOME ECONOMICS EXTENSION VHORK.

that M. A. C. can take care of the large number of 
calls tha t come, in connection with these farmers ' 
winter short courses, fdr some" one to lecture on 
hom# economics and allied subjects.

In this ar­
t ic le ,he tells of the schooling necessary for forest 
ranger and forest supervisor. There is no . chance, 
he says, for a forest ranger ever to be promoted to 
forest supervisor.

.the ranger may hope to command $900 for his ser­
vices, and a few of the supervisors may reach the 
$2,100 mark. "
