My Dear Friends:1— 
At the last meet ing of the M. A. C. Association, 

a resolution -was /unanimously adopted to procure 
suitable oil po r t r a i t s . of Dr. Manly Miles and Presi­
dent George T. Fairchild, the same to be added to 
the collection of por t ra i ts which the College now 
possesses of i ts early benefactors. 

M. A. C. has been fortunate in receiving from her 
grateful graduates and former students gifts of por­
t ra i t s of Doctors Abbot, Kedzie, 'Rea l and Cook. 
These port ra i ts now adorn the College, walls, and 
consti tute a permanent memorial of appreciation of 
deserving meri t , as well as serving as an inspirat ion 
to- continued unselfish endeavor. This laudable ef­
fort should, and doubtless will, be extended as the 
years roll by, so that , all great teachers who devoted 
the whole, or any c o n s i d e r a t e ' portion, of their lives 
for the welfare and glory of M. A. C. may be simi­
larly commemorated. 

The names of two dearly loved, deeply revered and 
most deserving men, who WTere peers in tha t early 
coterie of immorta ls whose faith and works s tar ted 
M. A. C. aright, are conspicuous by their absence 
from the list of those wThose por t ra i t s have so far 
been procured, namely, Dr: Manly Miles, the first 
great teacher of agricul ture, who served the College 
with consummate efficiency and faithfulness from 
1861 to 1875, and ex-President George T. Fairchild, 
who served with equal efficiency and faithfulness as 
professor of l i te ra ture from 1865 to 1879, act ing as 
president of the College in 1872-3.

EXTENSION WORK. 

The extension work done by the College, in co­
operation with the United States Department of Ag-
riculture, continues this year along the same gen­
eral lines as before, but with some new features. 
The county agent 's p o s i t i o n a l being continued, and 
more counties t aken on as fast as necessary ar­
rangements are completed.- The position known as 
district supervisor has been discontinued. James 
F. Zimmer, who was in the nor thwes tern section, 
located at Manistee, has taken up county agent work 
in Wexford county. H. F . Will iams, in the southern 
district, has taken up work with the depar tment in 
Washington. C. P. Reed (01) will continue here 
in the office with Dr. Mumford, and take up new 
work, which is to be known as farm management, 
extension work. I t is expected tha t he will work 
only in counties where a county agent is located; 
selecting an area typical of the county. He will 
visit eaeh farmer in tha t section, and secure from 
him a detailed s ta tement of his farm business for 
one year. Some very interest ing information will 
be collected in th is way, which will enable the 
county agent to give each farmer-some very definite 
advice concerning the system of farming and the 
combinations of farm enterpr ises , which offer the 
best r e tu rns for a farmer 's labor in tha t community. 
E. C. Lindemann, in the boys' and gir ls ' club work, 
will also have charge of all clubs formerly promoted 
by the depar tment of agricul tural education under 
Prof. French.

MICHKiAX GAME RESERYA TIOXS. 

Knowing something of the trouble that re turning 
alumni" in the past have had to get seats for the 
names, it was decided at. the first of the year, that 
this office would at tempt to handle the reservations 

. of the alumni for the Michigan game. After several 
conferences at the athletic office we were able to se­
cure 150 seats. Soon after this, calls began to come 

• i n for them, and in less than two days all these 
• seats were gone.. Taking the large demand into ac­
count, and the fact that alumni should be taken 
care of if anybody was. we were given 273 more 
seats—not with the others, but the best tha t could 
be done. We believe that the athletic department 
has done as well, .by us as was possible under the 
circumstances; by this we mean the total available 
seating capacity. 

The; alumni -secretary has had registered against 
him already a good many kicks in regard to the 
position of the seats that he has, when if it were-not 
for these seats tne man would be unable to secure 
one. One man wrote in to the effect tha t he had 
sent a dollar in last spring and tha t his RECORD has 
not been coming regularly, and if the dollar was 
lost to please scratch his name off the list as he.
