"Why doesn't Fer r i s explain, for instance, the ap­
propriat ion for an audi tor ium building for the Agri­
cultural college. The college asked me for $125,000 
for this building. I found they had a fine armory, 
which repeated investigation showed me never was 
nearly filled. I vetoed it. " T w o years later, while 
Ferr is was governor, the college asked for |150,000 
for thai same building, $25,000 more than they 
asked me, and they got it. Let him explain that at 
tonight 's meeting here a t Ionia." 

I'KUUIS' ANSWER. 

"Yes, he vetoed a bill for an audi tor ium for the 
college, and I did not. If he knew half as much 
about the needs of a large educational inst i tut ion as 
he thinks he does he would know tha t an audi tor ium 
is a very essential par t of its equipment. He might 
have learned tha t by consulting educators. The col­
lege armory is unsuited for purposes of an audi­
torium. In the first place, a college audi tor ium is 
used several t imes a week. The armory at the Agri-
cultural College, of course, has no seats, and every 
time it is used the chairs have to be brought in and 
(hen removed when .the building is to be used for 
armory purposes. There are other reasons why it 
is unsuitable, for an audi tor ium. 

"I signed the bill giving them $150,000 for an 
audi tor ium building. Does he th ink tha t because" 
it. is a farmer 's college any old kind of a subst i tute 
should be good enough for their lecture courses and 
concerts, and other all-educational functions. If he 
does he has a r ight to his opinion, but I think dif­
ferently. 

"Ar thur Hill gave the University a fine audi tor ium 
building. Xb one offered the Agricul tural College a 
gift of an audi tor ium, so I helped them get it. I 'm 
glad I did, and I don't th ink the intelligent people 
of Michigan condemn me for doing so."—Detroit 
Xfirs-Tribunr. Oct. 21st..

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OCTOBER MEETING-STATE BOARD. NEWS AND COMMENT. 

The September meeting of the State Board was sup­
posed to have taken place at the time of the State 
Fair but a quorum was not present so no meeting 
was held. The October meeting was held at the 

' college the morning of the Michigan game. The 
recommendation cf architect Bowd that College 
Hall be closed until remodeled was adopted. The 
secretary was authorized to take charge of the put­
ting down of a new well on the campus if it was 
thought advisable, this to be connected to the pres­
ent pumping system or to have an independent deep 
well pumping plants Roswell Carr was given full 
authority to protect the property under his control 
at the Upper Peninsula Station at Chatham. In 
place of all special short course scholarships here­
tofore offered to corn growing contestants and other 
junior agriculturists, the following provision was' 
made. There shall be three short' course scholar­
ships of $5 each given in each county in the state. 
These shall be awarded to such persons as have 
shown special skill in some agricultural or home 
economic production, either in organized contest or 
otherwise. The details were left with the head Of 
the College Extension Department. Several pro­
fessors at the college were given permission to at­
tend meetings of their respective scientific organiza­
tions. An appropriation of $300 was added to the 
registrar's funds for the use of the Alumni Associa­
tion. H. T. Blodgett was granted the B. S. degree. 

THE PENN. STATE GAME. 

A letter has been received from M. G. Kains, '95, 
professor of horticulture at Penn. State College, in 
regard to the M. A. C. game there. He wishes that 
every M. A. C. man who plans to be at State College 
November ISth would write him at once so that he 
can make reservations for. the bunch all together.

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CANNING DEMONSTRATION. 

Prof. George E. Farrel l , represent ing the Depart­
m e n t ' o f Agricul ture at Washington, gave a very 
much appreciated demonstrat ion in canning in the 
Woman's building last Thursday afternoon. The 
method demonstrated is known as the "cold pack" 
method, 'and consists in blanching the frui t for one 
minute in boiling hot water by means of a wire 
screen, then a cold water dip, after which the fruit 
is put in jars , covered with hot syrup and steamed 
for eight minutes. This completes the process, 
which is very simple, and the fruit comes out of the 
cans jus t as fresh as when it went in and can be 
used fh the same way as fresh fruit. All vegetables, 
tomatoes, apples and peaches can be canned this 
way. Prof. Farrel l , -accompanied by E . C. Linde-
mann, is demonstrat ing th is method this week before 
boys' and girls ' canning clubs at Big Rapids, Cadil­
lac, Manistee, Evar t and Mt. Pleasant. Prof. Far re l l 
is employed regularly as country life director of 
Cook county, 111., and only takes th is work up at 
this t ime at the earnest solicitation of the govern­
ment. No doubt th is will have a very s t imulat ing 
effect on the club canning Avork in this state. .
