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FARMERS' MEETINGS DRAW CROWDS. 

The meetings of the Michigan Improved Live 
Stock Breeders ' and Feeders ' Association, the Mich­
igan Exper iment Association-, and the first annual 
breeders ' sale drew a crowd at the College last 
week tha t rivals in size and enthusiasm many of 
the gather ings at the College dur ing Fa rmer s ' 
Week. The breeders of different kinds of cattle, 
hogs, and horses held separate meetings, all sheep 
breeders united in one body, and then all live stock 
breeders held a general meeting, at which L. Whit­
ney Watkins , '93, who had charge of the live stock 
appraisal in the foot and mouth disease in this 
state, gave a very interest ing talk, explaining the 
methods of appraisal that were used. He also 
stated that not an infected herd is above ground 
in the state, a noteworthy feat of accomplishment 
when the si tuation in other s tates is considered. 
Wayne Linsmore, secretary of the American Perch-
eron Society, judged at the colt show tha t was 
held, and also gave a talk on the effect of the 
European war on the horse breeding business in 
United States, making the point tha t in the future 
all importat ions of pure bred horses will be cut off, 
and there will be a large European marke t for 
American stock. • 

The first annual horse breeders ' sale ever held 
under the auspices of a breeders ' association in the 
United States, was held in the pavilion last Satur­
day. Forty-one horses passed under the hammer, 
15 of which were suckers, eight yearlings, and six 
grade horses. The total sales were $11,580, or an 
average of $282 per head, and when it is considered 
tha t few of the animals sold were of working or 
breeding age this is a very good average. The 
consigners were well pleased, and have pledged their 
support for the sale tha t will be held next year! 
Comment was heard on every side of the excellent 
work of George Crown, '07, assis tant professor of 
animal husbandry, and Ralph Hudson, '07, farm 
foreman, in handl ing th is sale with dispatch and 
satisfaction to all. 

Despite the fact that the horse sale was in pro­
gress a t the same time, the meet ing of the Michi­
gan Exper iment Association was well at tended and 
the talks very instructive. The s tudents who gave 
the demonstrat ions in farm crops deserve a great 
deal of credit for the excellence of their work, and 
the large, satisfied crowds tha t viewed these demon­
st ra t ions showed their interest and appreciation in . 
no small degree. 

A large number of entries were made in all 
classes of farm crops, most notable of which were 
200 exhibits in the boys' and gir ls ' corn contest. 
Sweepstakes were won in this by Miss Thelma 
Knight, of Hanover, who lives jus t across the road 
from the girl Mho won the automobile in the con­
test four years ago. 

The week was just crammed full of good th ings 
for the visitors, and the large at tendance bespeaks 
much for the interest tha t farmers of Michigan are 
showing in their College. 

AGRICULTURAL MATHEMATICS. 
The new motto of the mathemat ics depar tment is 

"Mathematics made not easier, but more a t t ract ive 
and intelligible." In keeping with this, the depart­
ment this term has inst i tuted a new course, in 
whicn it is endeavoring to teach the agr icul tural stu­
dents the fundamentals of college mathemat ics 
through its application to the field in which they 
are working. This depar ture from the regular course 
meets with the endorsement and active co-operation 
of the various agr icul tural departments . Many of 
the problems which are presented are drawn from 
such as soil physics, animal husbandry, dairy hus­
bandry, farm crops, plant breeding, agr icul tural 
chemistry, rural economics, etc. The course aims 
not only to give the s tudents academic t ra ining, but 
also to furnish them a scientific basis for the work 
which is to follow. 

For example, when it comes to plott ing equations, 
the problem of varying percentages of fat in a cow's 
milk from day to day is used, or, using the prices 
of various commodities for 15 or 20 years, the values 
are plotted to see if the fluctuation in prices 
of -eggs and butter, for instance, are similar. 
Then the subjects of balanced ra t ions are taken 
up, and probable results of crossing dissimilar ani­
mals after eight to ten generations. The work is 
being at tacked eagerly by the students, and while 
they realize the par t of the motto, "not easier," it 
is generally felt tha t the change will work to much 
advantage, both in knowledge of mathemat ics ob­
tained and also preparat ion for work tha t is to come. 

SUCCESSFUL GET-TOGETHER. 

From the point of a t tendance and enthusiasm the 
winter te rm "get-together" last Fr iday night was 
t h e most successful of these par t ies ever given, and 
the committee, Prof. Huston, Prof. Sanford, Prof. 
Clark, Lieut. DeLancy and Mrs. Peppard, deserve a 
great deal of credit for fostering, in th is way, a 
better acquaintance and more democratic spiri t . 

One of the delightful par t s of the program was 
the excellent music rendered by the College orches­
t ra of 22 pieces, the first public appearance of this 
organization. With two grand marches, led by Mr. 
and Mrs. LeRoy and Mr. and Mrs. Conger, of the 
zoology department , and several dances, which were 
given l iberal encores, and also some concert num­
bers, the audience had ample chance to show their 
hearty appreciat ion of this new musical organiza­
tion. Mr. Mitchell, of the English department , gave 
a very well received reading from Rip Van Winkle. 
Violin solos were given by Miss Jones and Mr. 
Crandel, and two quar te t numbers were ably pre­
sented. 

A noticeable th ing in the at tendance, however, 
was the absence of faculty members and instructors , 
only one besides the committee being present. The 
students present, with par tners , can also help more 
to make these occasions a great success by enter­
ing more hear t i ly into the spiri t of the get-together.

The M. A. C. Association of Nor thern California 
bas insti tuted a system of monthly alumni lunch­
eons, a custom which we hope others are following 
in cities where a number of M. A. C. people are com­
pelled to lunch in the city.

XKLH OF IXTELLECTUAL STIMULI'S!. 

There seems to be a growing sentiment among 
many educational men that there is a need for the 
application of seme kind of intellectual s t imulus in 
the undergraduate body of our colleges: that we 
should require that intellectual excellence should be 
cultivated on parallel lines with athletic skill or 
social distinction. 

We believe that this lack of emphasis upon the 
right phase of college activities is not as apparent 
at AI. A. C. as in some of the eastern schools, and 
yet there is a good deal of food for thought in that 
.suggestion. According to the Outlook. President 
Hadley. of Yale, lays upon the Yale alumni the di­
rect responsibility for this lack of intellectual en­
couragement, for at that inst i tut ion the loyalty to 
Yale is a passion with the student, "and his one de­
sire is to fulfill his duty to his alma mater in a way 
that will meet the approval of the graduates ." We 
are quite sure, and it is perhaps easily explainable, 
that such loyalty is not ingrained in the fiber of the 

M. A. C. student, and yet we believe tha t this is an 
ideal situation, and one toward which we should 
point our efforts. 

This question will become of increasing importance 
as time progresses, and would seem to meri t the 
thoughtful consideration of our alumni. Opinions 
on this subject are solicited.
