AGGIES TAKE 56 TO 0 VIC­
TORY FROM CARROLL. 

The scrappy team from Carroll Col­
lege, Wisconsin, suffered a s t inging de­
feat on the M. A. C, field last Satur­
day—and yet, there is a good deal of 
room for improvement with the Aggie 
'leven. The game was replete with 
fumbling and offside penalties for M, 
A. C , with 15 yards not an uncommon 
set-back. It was Carroll 's first ap­
pearance at Eas t Lansing, and prob­
ably not ten per cent, of the fans had 
ever heard of the school, yet they 
surely gave Coach Macklin an oppor­
tuni ty to pick out some weak places. 

Fick was the worst offender with 
fumbling and it will be a wonder if 
bis tactics do not lose him a chance 
to play against Yost's men this week. 
The forward passing by M. A. C. was 
successful in only two instances and 
then 35 yards were the sains , the hall 
going from DePrato to Henning. The 
scouts from tbe Ann Arbor town had 
litt le chance to find out what Mack-
lin's line of at tack Saturday would be 
the . old style football being used for 
the greatest gains. OePrato, Black-
lock, and Gideon Smith were on hand 
for the plunging, Blacklock beins 
drawn back from tackle position with 
much effectiveness. And it was un­
usual when Smith didn't plow thru 
for from 20 to 50 yards. 

At times M. A. C.'s interference was 
quite of the bril l iant order but on the 
whole the game showed a lack of team 
work. Neither were they entirely ef­
fective against the forward pass. 
especially in the third quar ter did Car­
roll force the play in M, A. C.'s ter 
r i tory by this means—and some of the 
Aggie rooters were Avishing they 
would get a touchdown by this route. 
Porlier, the Indian captain of the 
Wisconsin eleven, played the star 
game for the visitors and fought bit­
terly against being taken out to have 
an ugly cut on his cheek dressed. 

One of DePrato 's two at tempts at 
drop kick went so cloae as to give the 
onlookers much satisfaction, the ball 
s t r ik ing one of the upr ights from the 
3t>-yard line. Huebel ran the team 
nearly the whole game and it is cer­
ta in tha t he will get a chance in Sat­
urday 's tilt to play against the men 
he played with last year. Springer 
substi tuted for Huebel in the last 
quar ter and got away with his old 
t ime dash, his open field running being 
a feature. Beatty again showed up 
well when substi tuted for Capt. Mil­

ler at half—it is a wonder thai Hie 
light fellow can get away so well. 

Only the last quar ter when the 
Fa rmers took the ball over for three 
touchdowns did they come up to their 
expected form. DePrato kicked the 
ball between the uprights perfectly af­
ter every one of the eight Touchdowns.
