At the faculty meet ing last week a 
resolution was passed authoriz ing the 
remodeling of the engineering course 
to provide for options in chemical en­
gineering, the new schedule to go into 
effect, this fall, except tha t the change 
in chemistry for the freshmen go into 
effect next term. This proposed new 
work will make necessary the install­
ment of courses in chemical technol­
ogy, industr ia l chemistry, physiologi­
cal chemistry, special courses in or­
ganic chemistry and quali tat ive analy­
sis, and a course in economic geology. 

Another new course which was 
adopted is one in general accounting, 
a three credit course open to s tudents 
in the agricul tural division. A 
course in physiological chemistry to be 
elective for the junior and senior girls 
this next spring term was also author­
ized. It is understood tha t this lat ter 
course will be offered hereafter in the 
fall and winter terms and will be re­
quired of juniors as a prerequisi te to 
the course in dietetics.

REORGANIZATION GOES 
AHEAD RAPIDLY. 

Pessimism has no place at M. A. C. 
these days. There is nei ther room nor 
t ime for gloomy thoughts or proph­
ecies, and w h e t h e r this is a by-product 
or the cause of the great interest and 
enthusiasm exhibited in making 
things move, is immaterial . The ma­
terial th ing is tha t the reorganization 
of engineering laboratory work is go­
ing ahead with leaps and bounds. 
Class room work has already settled 
down into the scheduled grooves. 

In the mechanical engineering" lab­
oratory the s tudents are gett ing some 
real experience. One-half of the gas 
engine laboratory in the basement of 
the Agricultural Building has been 
cleaned Out and the boys have been 
install ing the lathes tha t were saved. 
One of these, operated by an individual 
motor, was at work early in the week. 
The depar tment of physics and electri­
cal engineeering has taken quar ters in 
the Fores t ry Building, with offices and 
class rooms on the first and second 
floors and laboratories in the base­
ment. The office of the dean of en­
gineering and the mechanical en­
gineering department is located on the 
first floor of the Agricultural Building, 
jus t to the r ight of the stairway, and 
the instructors in civil engineering-
are quartered on the second and th i rd 
floors. The drawing department has 
offices and class rooms on the th i rd 
and fourth floors. One drawing in­
structor was heard to remark that last 
Tuesday h is classes did jus t the same 
work and as much of it as they would 
had they been in the old quar ters . 
Lansing firms have been very loyal 
in the way of loaning laboratory equip­
ment. 

NEW BUILDING ON WALLS OF OLD. 

Workmen have been busy the past 
week tear ing down the walls of the 
old shops and Engineer ing Building, 
most of which still stood menacing 
the lives of passers-by. Dynamite was 
used to a considerable extent in 
loosening the mor tar and leveling, the 
ruins. . 

Dean Bissell believes tha t the old 
foundations have not been harmed and 
plans for the new building, upon which 
the architect is already working, call 
for a s t ructure similar in shape and 
size to the one burned. A much larger 
lecture room has been decided upon as 
one of the changes tha t will be made 
in the old plans. The engineering 
shops will be built to the east of the 
main building and back of i ts front 
line. This will make possible an ex­
tension of the grounds in this direc­
tion and will make the a r rangement 
of buildings conform more nearly to 
the general plan of the campus.

"A LETTER WITH SOME 
LIVE POINTERS." 

"Dear Edi tor : 
"Enclosed find payment for my sub­

scription. I t seems to me tha t a great 
improvement has been made in the 
RECORD within the past few years, and 
in our home it is always read with 
much interest . A paper of this kind, 
however, cannot render the service it 
should without the hear ty co-operation 
of all those who are interested in the 
future welfare of their Alma Mater. 
The RECORD needs more than a dollar 
from each subscriber each year. It 
needs something it can publish con­
cerning the movements of us all, and 
it would be a splendid th ing if each . 
member of the Association would 
wri te one or two let ters each year to 
the RECORD, giving all news at hand 
concerning M. A. C. men. I t is hardly 
consistent for me to ta lk this way, for 
I have contributed nothing to the suc­
cess which this paper has already at­

tained, but the s ta tement is neverthe­
less t rue. 

"At the twenty-fifth anniversary of 
the Babcock test, which was cele­
brated here not long ago by the hold­
ing of an appropriate exposition show­
ing the development of the dairy in­
dustry in Wisconsin dur ing the past 
25 years, a number of M. A. C. men 
played impor tant par ts . In the first 
place the exposition was held in the 
live stock pavilion which has the dis­
t inction of being the finest in the 
country, and which is a par t of the 
equipment of the animal husbandry 
department , of which Prof. George C. 
Humphrey, '01, is the head. Aside 
from numerous diagrams and charts 
showing the development of the dairy 
cow, this depar tment placed on ex­
hibit, in a large refrigerator buil t es­
pecially for the purpose, a dressed 
beef—the finest s teer, the college had 
on hand. This was cut up to show 
how the various cuts should look, and 
was placed along beside s imilar cuts 
from a poorly bred and poorly fed 
animal. Prof. Humphrey is doing an 
excellent work, and is recognized by 
all stockmen as being at the head of 
the live stock industry of the state. 

"The Hor t icul tura l department , of 
which Prof. J. G. Moore, '03, is the 
head, had a very interest ing and at­
tractive exhibit. I t was to represent 
an ideal dairy farmstead in minia ture , 
with the proper a r rangement of build­
ings, fields, drives, orchard, garden, 
etc. The grass was growing, the trees 
were green, and cattle were grazing 
in the meadow, as in real life. An­
other exhibit was of the s tandard va­
rieties of potatoes being grown in Wis­
consin. Prof. Moore has developed a 
large and very efficient department, 
and has greatly assisted in the devel­
opment of an industry in a state not 
generally considered as being well 
adapted to fruit raising. 

"The central feature of the display 
of the Soils depar tment was the ex­
hibit prepared by the soil survey, in 
which your humble servant is inter­
ested. The centerpiece was a general 
soil map of the state, 10x12 feet. This 
map was based upon the work of the 
soil survey which has covered 67 per 
cent, of Wisconsin. The 110 types of 
soil thus far mapped were grouped 
into 18 classes, each of which was 
shown on the large map by a separate 
color. Three foot column samples of 
soil together with typical enlarged 
country views represented the various 
soil groups. These soil samples and 
views were connected by ribbons with 
the port ions of the map where each 
kind of soil is found. I t is the plan 
to extend this survey unti l every 
county in the state is supplied with 
a detailed soil map. 

"An exhibit of grains was made by 
the Exper iment Association of the 
state, and also by various counties. 
Our friend Prof. D. S. Bullock, '02, 
professor of agricul ture at the Marin­
ette County Tra in ing School, went 

home with a whole armful of prizes. 
It is of interest to know tha t the 
Marinette county branch of the Wis­
consin Exper iment Association has 
the largest membership of any county 
in the state, and this due largely to 
the un t i r ing efforts of Mr. Bullock. 
He is doing considerable extension 
work, aside from his regular work in 
the school, which would take all of the 
t ime of an ordinary man, and besides 
th is he also does the work of a county 
agent, so it will be seen tha t "Solo­
mon" is too busy to get into any mis­
chief. 

"Max Gardner, '12, is now assis tant 
in plant pathology at the U. of W. 
Charles Fry, ' '12, is assis tant in biol­
ogy. Joseph Weber, with '16, is a 
sophomore in engineering. Ernes t 
Taylor, '12, who was in the Philip­
pines for two years, is now teaching 
agricul ture in the high school at Bara-
boo, Wis. H. V. Geib, '12, is tak ing 
work towards his Master 's Degree in 
the College of Agriculture, preparatory 
to taking up the teaching of agricul­
ture. 

"Mr. Sidney Johnson, '03 is building 
superintendent and contractor, and as 
building operations in Madison are 
very active, Mr. Johnson is establish­
ing himself in a growing and profit­
able business. Mr. P. S. Rose, '99, is 
directing the publication of the Ameri­
can Thresherman. 

" I t will thus be seen tha t M. A. C. 
is well represented here. There are 
doubtless many others with whom the 
wri te r is not acquainted. Let those 
not mentioned speak up.
