[A letter of recent date from M. G. 
Kains, '95, who has been for two years 
head of the Department of Horticul­
ture at Penn State, advises us of a 
most important and satisfactory 
change of occupation. We let him 
tell his own story.;—ED.] 

"My resignation took effect at the 
Pennsylvania State College October 
1st. I am one of the principal con­
t r ibutors and one of the advisory staff 
to and for a big farmers ' encyclopedia 
to be published by Doubleday, Page 
& Co. This work is paying rne double 
the highest ra te I have ever been paid 
for my wri t ings. 

"Since a r r iv ing at Port Washington, 
to which place I was surely led by 
the Unseen Hand, I have landed a 
consultation job tha t will last indefi­
nitely and will alone pay me almost 
as much as my last year 's salary and 
still leave me master of my time. Jus t 
now I am planning a fruit plantation, 
but the place will probably also in­
clude flowers and forced vegetables. 
Already a commercial vegetable gar­
den is under way. The idea is high 
quality products in all lines of eats 
with floral t r immings . 

"Another piece of good news is tha t 
my book on Plant Propagation has 
been accepted as a text by many agri­
cultural colleges. In less than four 
months the first edition was exhausted 
and a second edition printed in hot 
haste. This has been going as rapid­
ly. My book on pruning is ready for 
the press, if not actually being set up 
now. If anything, this.will be a bet ter 
book than the first mentioned, espe­
cially as to speaking i l lustrat ions— 
most of them photos. I 'm looking for 
i t to be a winner. 

"Work has opened up so favorably 
for me, and the surroundings of my 
new home are so .congenial that I am 
now convinced tha t I am permanent ly 
cured of my hanker ing to teach any­
where again. Oh, yes, I liked it—in 
spots. But the spots were too few 
and far between. I t was like t ry ing 
to balance onself on a three-legged 
stool on a rolling stone in a mounta in 
stream. The four hundred s tudents 
I taught gave me no trouble—I en­
joyed all tha t par t by itself. The in­
vestigational part , ditto. So also of 

the business side. Each by itself was 
O. K., but the combination of all three 
together with the positively incessant 
call to do something foreign to the 
work was — like one of Artemus 
Ward 's lectures which had so much 
in it that had no connection with it— 
was, I say, a li t t le too much of a good 
thing. I 'm delighted to be out of it 
all, b rea th ing a freer atmosphere in 
a more civilized, more Chris t ian par t 
of the country. 

"Dr. S. W. Fletcher, who was for­
merly at M. A. C , has taken charge. 
Before I left I had the pleasure of 
giving him my mant le as I left for 
this heaven."

As student, ins t ructor and depart­
ment head for' a period of nearly 
th i r ty years, his character impressed 
itself upon hundreds of s tudents and 
faculty associates; his energy and en­
thusiasm awakening the sluggish and 
urging on the ambitious while his con­
s tant in teres t in the increasing growth 
and prosperi ty of his Alma Mater con­
t inued through all his remain ing 
years. 

His activities were by no means con­
fined to the College, for the agricul­
tural and hort icul tural interests of 
the state owe much to his experiments 
and discoveries in the use of insecti­
cides and other means of insect con­
trol, as well as to his lectures and 
wri t ings on bee culture and on the 
native birds of the country. 

It is hardly possible to over-esti­
mate the influence of such a life, and 
the Agricul tural College and the State 
are for tunate to have had for so long 
a period the services of such a scien­
tist and teacher.

STANDARDS RAISED. 
The fact tha t th is last year there 

were in the high schools of Michigan 
over two thousand five hundred stu­
dents s tudying agriculture, and that 
one hundred forty students graduated 
from four year courses, should be 
viewed with delight by all interested 
in agricul ture advance. To these num­
bers should be added all those boys 
and girls not included above, who have 
become interested in agricultural or 
home economics clubs, and we will 
have a very large number upon whom 
we can depend in the future for an 
appreciative interest of agricul tural 
problems, if not a desire and willing­
ness to assist in their solution. 

This is going to enable M. A. C , 
in its agricultural instruction, to raise 
the s tandards considerably. For no 
one who has knowledge of the work 
done in these high schools and agri­
cultural clubs can but know tha t stu­
dents get a good deal of elementary 
instruct ion in scientific agriculture. I t 
may not always be of the best but we 
venture to say tha t some of the work 
in high schools is ahead of tha t at 
M. A. C. twenty years ago. And state­
ments have been made by graduates 
of these high schools tha t some of 
their courses were equal to the same 
courses at M. A. C , which they have 
taken later.

THE MISSOURI UNION. 

Invigoration news come from the 
University of Missouri with the first 
Missouri Alumnus. A Missouri Union 
was projected last year and this year 
finds them housed in their own build­
ing with a considerable amount of 
money raised for expenses. They have 
taken over one of the old buildings 
near the University for their home 
and have started a campaign to raise 
$250,000 for a new Union building. 

THEIR ALUMNI ORGANIZATION. 
Missouri also has something of in­

terest for us in the way of alumni 
organization and financing. The new 
a lumni publication is a bi-weekly and 
is an organ of the Missouri Union, 
ra ther than the alumni association. 
Dur ing the last four years their organ 
has been a monthly. It has not only 

supported itself but paid nearly all the 
expenses of the alumni office and 
alumni association.

been $2.00 a year, and now they are 
$2.50. For resident alumni subscrip­
tion is $5.00 per year. This also car­
ries membership in the Union. Here 
are some figures to ponder over in con­
nection with future Union and alumni 
activities a t M. A. C.

LITTLE STORIES. 

The West Michigan State Fa i r at 
Grand Rapids has been a great suc­
cess for the past two years and espe­
cially so this year. In searching for 
a reason as to why this is true, when 
it came very near being abandoned 
two or three years ago, men who 
know what makes for success in the 
fair business point to Lyman A. Lilly, 
secretary of the fair for two years, 
as the person largely responsible for 
the regeneration. 

Three years ago the agricultural ex­
hibits were practically nil. Lilly 
thought he could build this up so he 
took the secretaryship. The first year 
things came his way considerably and 
this year his success may be judged 
by what one prominent agriculturis t 
of the state says, -"There were ten 
times as many agricul tural exhibits 
as at the state fair." Thus Lilly is 
banking on the teachings he received 
at his alma mater and many years 
of experience in the farming game, as 
well as in the fair business. 

He graduated at M. A. C. in '77, 
along with Kedzie, Latta, and others 
of prominence. After this he was for 
15 years engaged in active farming. 
He became interested in fairs as an 
exhibitor and has since held every 
office in the fair register. He was 
secretary of the Emmet county fair 
for five years and of the Allegan fair 
for eight years. His home is now at 
Allegan though most of his t ime is 
put in at the West Michigan State 

Fa i r "Office, Michigan Trus t Building, 
Grand Rapids, and travel ing through 
the state in the interests of this or­
ganization. 

Lilly has other interest in M. A. C. 
besides tha t due to his own gradua­
tion, for two of his sons graduated 
here. These are C. A., '03, now with 
the Southwest General Electric Co. at 
Dallas, Texas, and Scott B., '07, as­
s is tant professor of civil engineering 
at Swarthmore College, Swarthmore, 
Pa.

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DR. WENLEY OUTLINES REASONS 
FOR ANGELL'S SUCCESS. 

SECRETARY BROWN GIVES STUDENT'S 
RECOLLECTION. 

Facul ty and s tudents of M. A. C. 
joined in commemorating the great­
ness of James Burrell Angell as a 
citizen of the State and Nation, at 
the Armory last Fr iday afternoon. 

The Cadet band furnished music 
for the occasion. Short introductory 
remarks were made by President Ked-
zie, in which he spoke of remembering 
Dr. Angell chiefly for his geniality. 

Dr. Wenley of the University fac­
ulty spoke in par t as follows: 

"There is no reason why, when we 
th ink of Dr. Angell, we should have 
any sorrowr. When he passed away 
he was full of years and full of honor 
and died perhaps the only na tura l 
death tha t men do die, the death from 
na tura l decay of what we may call 
the bodily machine. We meet then 
to commemorate all tha t he has been 
to us and especially to this state. I t 
is pathetic that those of us who knewT 

him best at the close of his life should 
have belonged to another generation. 
Although at the close of Dr. Angell 's 
life, especially during the last six or 
eight years, I was one of the two or 
three of his most int imate friends, he 
was three or four years older than 
my father. * * * He had outlived 
almost all the men of his generation. 
On my first visit to the United States 
I arr ived at Ann Arbor and was met 
by Dr. Angell and taken to his home 
where I iived for-a month. So I got 
to know him very intimately. I ought 
to say also tha t I got to know Mrs. 
Angell exceedingly well and we must 
never forget the enormous part she 
played in his work. 

F i r s t of all, let me suggest that if 
you are to unders tand a man at all 
you must know something about his 
origin. What I want to tell you is 
something about the make-up of the 
man. The first inhabi tants of Ameri­
ca tha t you and I know were pure 
Englishmen. And they remained pure 
Engl ishmen for generations. Dr. An­
gell was in the seventh generation 
from Thomas Angell, who went into 
Rhode Island. Down from tha t Eng­
l ishman the whole descent is pure 
English. These Engl ishmen came to 
the United States a t a peculiar crisis. 
They were against two great forms of 
government then dominat ing in their 
own government. They came here to 
get rid of both. The moment they 
got into Massachusetts they set up the 
hei rarchy of the Church. Dr. Angell 's 
ancestor did not like tha t and went 
into Rhode Island and set up another 
commonwealth. They were interested 
in world mat te rs and in government 
adminis t ra t ion, profoundly interested 
In religous belief and in the church. 
Dr. Angell was exceedingly liberal in 
merely intellectual mat ters . He be­

lieved tha t the inner life of the spir i t 
should be allowed to burn in a man 's 
own soul in his own way. He also 
preserved the English talent for ad­
minis t rat ion. *•:',.•* * 

"The next par t Of his origin is what 
we may call social. In Dr. Angell's 
early life there were no rai lroads. And 
wrhat that means I th ink that we today 
cannot conceive. We could not con­
ceive of a man being tied in one 
place. Dr. Angell would have been 
in that , condition, but for the fact 
tha t his father, who was a farmer, 
combined with it the keeping of a 
tavern. It was a very large house 
with a hall at tached and in tha t hall 
were held the town meetings and na­
tional political meetings. So the boy 
was able to see all sorts and condi­
tions of men from the very humblest 
to the very highest, and began observ­
ing for himself and laying up a store 
which would serve him in the future. 

He attended the little red school 
house and was at no less, t han three 
secondary schools, moving about from 
school to school in order to get better 
instruct ion in various subjects. He 
entered Brown University which was 
only a very small college—not more 
than 200 s tudents and ten men in the 
faculty. There he came into contact 
with several men who influenced him 
profoundly. Whalen was a man ex­
ceedingly like Angell himself. Whalen, 
Hopkins and Angell were not great 
scholars, but they were great wits, 
and they applied thei r wits to practi­
cal problems re la t ing to men. But his 
education of which I am speaking was 
far different from the education which 
wet get and give nowadays. It was 
a fixed course of mathematics , Eng­
lish, morals and very l i t t le modern 
language. Debates w e r e held on moral 
questions and prose and poems. Imag­
ine s tudents of the University today 
debating as to the better of two poets. 

Under these circumstances his mind 
would be very natural ly turned to 
preaching and no doubt his parents , 
and especially his mother, may have 
had that in view when he went to 
Brown, but he suffered from an affec­
tion of the throat which altered his 
whole life. He happened to have a 
friend of great means, who proposed 
going to the southern states. This 
tr ip fixed on his mind eternally the 
issues of slavery. He said to me, "I 
have seen women stood upon the block 
in the public square and sold like 
cattle." That is how he became one 
of the most potent influences against 
slavery. 

"Later this friend and he went to 
Europe, a r r iv ing in France on the 
very day when Louis Napoleon de­
clared the revolution. He traveled by 
carriage south through France into 
Italy, from Rome to Vienna and ar­
rived in Vienna a few months after 
the present Aust r ian emperor came to 
the throne—and the present Aust r ian 
emperor has reigned longer than any 

other European monarch. While he 
was in Vienna he received a let ter 
from the president of Brown univer­
sity offering him the chair of modern 
languages. He accepted this and de­
cided to stay in Europe to prepare 
himself. Was for two years in Europe 
making himself familiar with French 
and German. * * * He was called 
to Ann Arbor in '68 and refused; he 
was called a g a i n ' i n '70 and accepted. 

"Dr. Angell was slowly recognized 
as one of the two world figures in 
American education—Angell of Michi­
gan and Elliot of Harvard . Each has 
left as his monument a great institu­
tion. If a foreigner comes to the 
United States and asks me, 'What 
must I see? I have not much t ime, ' 
I always tell h im he must see Har­
vard, the typical American private en­
dowed universi ty; Michigan, the typi­
cal state universi ty; and Johns Hop­
kins, the typical pa t te rn of the Ger­
man universi ty t ry ing to exist u n d e r 
American conditions. Elliot left t h e 
first and Angell the second. 

"What was the secret of Angell 's 
power? In the first place he was a 
na tura l born jadministrator , but abso-
lutly lacking the great vice of most 
adminis t ra tors—always ha r ry ing the i r 
consti tuents, s tudents, faculty and 
board members, with new ideas; al­
ways want ing to change over, to do 
something tha t has not been done be­
fore; always wanting to be in the spot 
light. For Dr. Angell the spot l ight 
did not exist. He was always willing 
to abide the issue and a man can 
abide the issue only on one condition 
—realizing that there is a vast differ­
ence between the really impor tant and. 
the -really unimpor tant . 

"The other secret of his power—he 
never allowed personal feelings to tie 
up the issue of a problem. .He had 
his likes and dislikes but never al­
lowed these to come between him and 
the problem. His power at this was 
almost weird. I know several people 
who in his soul he simply loathed, but 
if they were support ing a movement 
he had the power to waive their per­
sonality aside and to th ink only about 
the question. 

"And curiously enough, it was these 
two things which were an essential 
par t of his greatness, for which he 
was criticised most by the men who, 
when they stood on the floor beside 
him, reached mental ly only to his 
ankle bones. 

"Dr. Angell was the expression 
of the United States in its epochal 
period. He was essentially the rep­
resentat ive of a small and intense 
group, and small and intense groups 
always produce the greatest men. The 
greatest citizen of this state in h i s 
own time he towered above us in 
Americanism, which we all need, and 
never needed it more than now, to face 
the problems which now confront us . " 

Secretary Brown entered the Uni­
versity in 1879. At tha t t ime Dr. An­
gell had served but eight years. Re-
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gard ing Dr. Angell and the student 
life a t tha t time, Mr. Brown spoke in 
pa r t as follows: 

"As we went about the town and 
campus in the fall, his became a fa­
mil iar figure and, when we doffed our 
h a t s to h im in passing, his recogni­
t ion was so warm and genuine that 
he at once won our hearts . At tha t 
t ime there were chapel exercises each 
morning at which Dr. Angell read 
from the Scriptures and pronounced a 
brief prayer which, however it may 
have appealed to Diety, certainly 
charmed his hearers with its felicitous 
expression of faith and hope and gen­
tle supplication. 

" F r o m the s tudent standpoint, his 
ru le was not a palpable dominating 
and ever present force, of which one 
was always conscious, but ra ther a 
silent power constantly acting though 
never felt, a benign yet virile spirit , 
full of human sympathy and guided 
by profound wisdom. The serious in­
fractions of discipline, such as hazing, 
were caught up with unerr ing and 
almost uncanny perception and the 
guilty ones so suddenly punished that 
consternat ion spread among the ranks 
of evil doers. 

"Dr. Angell had occasion from time 
to t ime to address the faculty and stu­
dents in old University Hall and I 
well remember how I Avas charmed at 
such times by his simple, direct and 
scholarly diction, ut tered in a voice 
so clear and mellow that it was a joy 
to listen to him. In the remotest 
corner of that ancient audience room, 
one could, without effort, hear his 
•every syllable, conscious that, though 
his manner was simple and undemon­
strat ive, a great and wise man was 
speaking in a style of inimitable 
beauty. 

"I recall how. toward the close of 
m y freshman year, he was summoned 
by President Hayes for an important 
miss ion to China, involving our t reaty 
relat ions with that ancient empire. 
The mission would take him from us 
for a year and we students, while ap­
preciat ing to some extent the honor, 
were loath to see "Prexy" go from 
our midst. * * • * His re tu rn the 
next spr ing was marked by equal 
demonstrat ions and I was fortunate 
enough to be the representat ive of my 
class on the delegation tha t met him 
in Detroit. I speak of these unim­
por tan t details only to show what a 
place he held in the hear ts of all loyal 
s tudents . To them he was the em­
bodiment of all tha t was noblest and 
best in American life, and without at­
tempt ing to analyze, they saw in him 
such a blending of virtues and talents 
as made him at once their idol and 
the i r model of manhood. 

The first M: A. C. Union Par ty held 
in the Armory Fr iday night was a 
pronounced success. Features were a 
college quar te t and a mass meeting. 
Roscoe's orchestra played the pro­
gram.

out the noise of the Saturday evening-
business, so the marshal went in to 
quiet them. He had an automatic 44 
calibre and the cowboys were practi­
cal demonstrators of preparedness, for 
they met him with a couple of 32 cali­
bre guns. The shooting began, a n d 
ended with the life of the marshal and 
a woman.

Infty., 
Camp Cotton, El Paso, Tex., 

September 26, 1916. 
Dear RECORD : • 

Seeing that school has opened again, 
I guess it 's t ime to send a little of 
the favorite brand to the Record man. 
Maybe he'll be able to use it, or at the 
worst, read it himself—unless he's too 
busy getting after the delinquent sub­
scribers, of whom I am one. That is, 
I was unt i l this letter was received, 
but I now have a clear conscience and 
a lighter pocketbook. 

I have often wondered this summer 
how many M. A. C. men were follow­
ing out the t ra ining they received at 
the old college, and were serving amid 
the cactus and horned toads this past 
summer. I know of four in the two 
Michigan regiments here, and, of 
course, there are a lot more in the 
state troops still in Grayling. 

Don C. McMillan, '15a, and F. Curran 
Browne, ex '15e, are both corporals 
in my own company, and J. A. Mc­
Donald, '13, is with a company from 
Grand Rapids. So far as I have learned 
these are the only Aggies serving on 
the border. I t ' s going to be pretty 
hard for us to outyell the Michigan 
men, of whom there is a whole com­
pany, unless the boys under Coach 
Sommer give us something to yell for. 
We're hoping against hope to be home 
in t ime to see' Sommers begin where 
Macklin left off, but since old Pancho 
Villa has come to life and resumed 
operations, we can't tell wThere we're 
at. I t may be necessary for the Michi­
gan troops to go in and catch him, if 
General Pershing doesn't beat us to 
it. 

No doubt most of the preparedness 
"fans" have followed the doings of the 
boys more or less closely this summer, 
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but I'll take a chance at relat ing a few 
of the doings which have absorbed our 
a t tent ion for the past ten weeks. 
They ' re old stuff to us now, but it 
may interest some of those who favor 
universal mil i tary t ra ining for col­
leges. 

After we arr ived here, we did noth­
ing for about two weeks—and believe 
me, we did it well. We were gett ing 
acclimated—and acquainted—and in 
the case of a t least one officer, from 
Massachusetts, the acquaintance prov­
ed catching. But the rest have mostly 
confined themselves to friendships, and 
none of the Aggies seem to be in dan­
ger of falling by the wayside. 

Suddenly, my company, " E " of the 
Thirty-first, was ordered out one day 
to do guard duty at the big corral 
where the government horses are re­
ceived and reissued. This proved in­
teresting, since there were between 
eight and ten thousand animals there 
all the time, but it wasn ' t in terest ing 
enough to keep all the sentries- awake, 
and so we had six cases of sleeping 
on post. This was bad, and I don't 
suppose the company ever will quite 
live down tha t st igma. 

After twenty-four days of that , we 
were ordered back to regiment, and 
began a month of drills and combat 
problems, ending in tests, when each 
organization was marked on its pro­
ficiency by regular army officers. " E " 
company made a good record in this, 
which helped some. During this time, 
I was detailed to another company in 
the same regiment, and am still at­
tached there. 

On September 14th, our regiment 
was ordered out for fifteen days border 
patrol, relieving the Thirty-second. 
The regiment covers a front of about 
135 miles, and each one th inks he has 
the best post of all. This is a situa­
tion unheard of in army life, namely, 
where everyone is satisfied. 

At the post where my company is 
stationed, with two others, we have 
a fine green lawn for the officers' tents , 
electric lights, and many other com­
forts. We are camped near a big ce­
ment plant, and take our meals in the 
company's big dining hall, where the 
food is cooked and served by real Chi­
nese cooks. It is a great change from 
camp fare, and the prospect of going 
back to Camp Cotton is making us 
all downhearted. We'd like to stay 
here as long as we're on the border, 
and we wouldn't care how long tha t 
was, either. 

There are several na tura l and indus­
t r ia l features close by to make our 
stay interest ing. One of the largest 
smelters in the country is half a mile 
away, where copper, lead, silver and a 
very little gold is reduced. Two of 
the largest rai lroad viaducts in the 
southwest are within a stone's throw 
of camp, and there is a good-sized tun­
nel about a mile away. Tunnel? Oh, 
yes, we have mounta ins in this sec­
tion. I climbed out last week, for 
the first t ime. 

Across the Rio Grande, and half 
a mile down is a Mexican village, 
part ly on our side and part ly in Mex­
ico. There is one of our impor tan t 
outposts, and it is there tha t most of 
the excitement occurs. There is one 
white "dobie" shack about 300 yards 
from the boundary, and several shots 
have been fired from there a t our sen­
tries. But we have to take it, as the 
orders are very strict against soldiers 
crossing the line, and the shooting is 
always done after dark. We th ink it 
is the headquar ters of a gang of smug­
glers, although they are not smug­
gling much at the present wri t ing. 

The rai lroad tunnel is another im­
por tan t point, for the so-called Villa 
t ra in comes through the mounta ins a t 
tha t point, and is one of the principal 
ways of enter ing this par t of Mexico. 
We keep a s t rong outpost there, and 
an officers sleeps there nights. 

One of the interest ing points in the 
Mexican village is a li t t le adobe hut , 
painted a dull green and surrounded 
by vines and sunflowers. It looks 
peaceful enough now, but i t has a rec­
ord, for it was there tha t Francisco 
Madero made his headquar ters a t the 
first battle of Juarez. Incidentlly, it 
might be said tha t one can get all 
the Mexican local color r igh t here tha t 
can be had anywhere, for the people 
are jus t as lazy and dirty and ignor­
ant, and poor, as they are in the in­
terior. 

All in all, this t r ip has been 
a mighty interest ing one to me, and 
to most of the other boys as well. 
There have been a few hardships , of 
course, but the army has made great 
str ides since 1898, and our camps have 
been remarkably free from diseases of 
any sort. As a rule, less than two 
per cent of the men in the regiment 
report a t sick-call in the morning, and 
most of these are quickly fixed up and 
re turned to duty. It is a fine commen­
tary on the efficiency of our medical 
officers, this lack of serious illness. 

Camp life has its humorous side, 
too. When men get only fifteen dol­
lars a month, it seems like a long t ime 
to pay-day, but the Y. M. C. A., aided 
by one of the big film companies takes 
care of that . We have a feature film 
program each night, and twice a week, 
have some first class vaudeville acts, 
by men from the various companies. 
I t isn' t necessary, for the men to spend 
their money to have a good t ime here, 
al though pay-day is always welcome— 
by officers as well as the boys in the 
ranks . Some of the remarks directed 
a t the screen while a picture is being 
shown have to be heard to be appre­
ciated, but they a re mighty funny at 
tha t par t icular instant .

AGGIES SHOW IMPROVEMENT, 
WIN FROM ALMA, 33 TO 0. 

With what looked much more like 
a permanent line-up than in previous 
games the Aggie 'leven settled down 
into comparatively smooth football 
Saturday and defeated Alma's veteran 
team 33 to 0. Jacks at fullback was 
by far the sensation of M. A. C.'s at­
tack and showed tha t he will be a 
mighty opponent of Maultbetsch in the 
t i l t on Fer ry field next Saturday. 

When given the ball he advanced it 
all the way from five to 45 yards. The 
lat ter distance was made when he 
caught the ball at kickoff in the fourth 
and carried it to midfield. Baker at 
t imes showed much of the plunging 
ability of Jacks and Springer brought 
the crowd to its feet on several occa­
sions with his shifty, wriggling runs . 

Butler was not in the game on ac­
count of a bad ankle and his toe was 
missed considerably. It is believed 
tha t he will at least be able to play 
par t of the game next Saturday. On 
blocking and running interference the 
Aggies showed much room for im­
provement. Three t imes the Aggies 
were penalized 15 yards for having 
12 men on the field and on one of 
these occasions it meant the direct 
loss of a touchdown. Huebel, shortly 
after, t r ied for a drop kick but failed. 

The forward passing depar tment 
was only fair, about half the a t tempts 
making good. One of these. Springer 
to Turner netted 20 yards. Lefty 
Brown seemed surest in tossing the 
ball though advances made by him 
went for but short gains. 

Only once did Alma threaten . This 
came in the first quar ter when they 
recovered Springer 's fumble. M. A. C. 
was penalized 15 for holding and a per­
fectly executed forward pass, Holli-
han to Richards, netted 30 yards. This 
brought the ball to M. A. C.'s 15-yard 
line but the Aggies held, a drop kick 
failed, and the ball went over. 

M. A. C.'s first score was made soon 
after the s ta r t of the game. Fick re­
covered the punt. Jacks fumbled and 
Alma recovered. They then attempt­
ed a forward pass which Fr imodig in­
tercepted and carried over the goal 
line. Jacks failed to kick • goal. An­
other score came in the second when 
Huebel carried the ball over after a 
20-yard pass. Baker soon scored 
again after a series of advances by 
s t ra ight football from the 40-yard line. 
No score was made in the th i rd quar­
ter but in the fourth, with Jacks in 
again, three more touchdowns were 
tallied.

I t is provided 
for those men not out for class foot­
ball. 

Professors Newlander and Dennison 
are at tending the dairy ins t ructors ' 
conference this week held in connec­
tion with the National Dairy Show at 
Springfield, Mass. 

NEWS AND COMMENT 

A very large number of Eas t Lan­
sing and college people availed them­
selves of the opportunity of meeting 
former Dean Gilchrist at the reception 
given in her honor at the Woman's 
Building Tuesday evening. The Home 
Economics department was assisted in 
the reception by senior and junior 
girls. 

According to faculty action last 
year members of the teaching staff 
are privileged this year to at tend 
classes in depar tments other than 
their own in the capacity of visitors, 
"when the purpose is professional im­
provement and not the acquisition of 
credit." This opportunity has been 
sought for a long t ime and several 
instructors are availing themselves of 
the opportunity. 

E. C. Lindemann, state leader Boys' 
and Girls' Club work, is on a three 
weeks' t r ip in the upper peninsula, 
dur ing which time the work of the 
season will be closed up. The Michi­
gan Potato Show, which will be held 
at Escanaba, November 1, 2 and 3, 
will see a large number of exhibits by 
the Boys' and Girls ' clubs. Many of 
them in the lower peninsula are send­
ing exhibits. 

The members of the Michigan Li­
brary Association, which was in ses­
sion in Lansing last week, were en­
tertained at the College last Tuesday 
morning. College but termilk and cof­
fee were served in the parlors of the 
Woman's Building. The Library meet­
ing in Lansing was addressed briefly 
by President Kedzie and at some 
length and very instructively by Dean 
Shaw on the subject of Bulletins. 

J. C. Uphof, an instructor in the 
botanical department 1912-14 and in 
charge of the botanical gardens dur­
ing this time, has recently been made 
assistant botanist at the Missouri Bo­
tanical Garden, St. Louis. Mr. Uphof 
went from M. A. C. to the University 
of Arizona at a fine increase in salary 
and his position in St. Louis is a still 
greater advance, since this is the best 
equipped botanical garden in the 
United States. 

Due to the large amount of build­
ing material near the gymnasium 
there were no ceremonies incident to 
the laying of the corner-stone last Fri­
day noon. President Kedzie and Sec­
retary Brown and a few others were 
present when the stone was lowered 
in place. The following were placed 
in the box that went under the corner­
stone: Copy of the 1915 State Board 
Report; 1916 alumni directory; three 
copies of the M. A. C. Record, one 
giving account of the U. of M.-M. A. C. 
game in 1915; one showing floor plans 
and sketch of the gymnasium, and one 
giving picture and account of the 
burning of the engineering building; 

copy of Holcad for Oct. 25, 1915; copy 
of the football records for the years 
1913 and 1915; and a compilation of 
legislation relative to the College. 

The Chesterfield Hill plat, which 
has been opened up jus t north of the 
Lansing road to the west of the White 
Elephant, will, if present appearances 
are any indication, be a favorite resi­
dence section for M. A. C. professors 
in the future. While this plat has 
been opened up but a short t ime, many 
have taken opportunity to purchase 
lots. The following are among those 
on the teaching staff: S. E. Crow, 
Mathematics depar tment ; C. W. Chap­
man, Physics department; H. H. Mus-
selman, F a r m Mechanics department; 
C. E. Newlander, Dairy department; 
J. F . Cox, F a r m Crops depar tment ; 
F. H. Sanford, Forest ry department; 
F. A. Spragg, Exper iment Stat ion; W. 
W. Johnston, English department; E. 
A. Bessey, Botany department; L. H. 
Cooledge, Bacteriology department; 
G. H. Peters, Pa t t e rn Shop. The Au-
rorean Li terary Society has purchased 
three lots here also and expect to 
build in a year or two and two other 
societies are considering lots in this 
plat. 

The class scrap which was indulged 
in last Thursday night was probably 
the most fierce for several years. It 
began about three o'clock in the morn­
ing and lasted until breakfast time. 
The real trouble occurred when the 
sophomores at tempted to put their 
posters, which were couched in no 
friendly and elevating terms, on "Old 
Abbey." Abbot is largely a junior 
dormitory and naturally the inmates 
objected to becoming a party to such 
vile charges on the characters of their 
friends, the freshmen. Charge and 
counter charge, capture of prisoners 
and exchange, throwing of mud balls, 
and fruit of questionable market con­
dition took up the wee sma' hours, 
during par t of which time the college 
bell tolled incessantly. The entire 
resident population of East Lansing-
knew that something was doing.
