EAST LANSING'S 

LEADING GROCERj 
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FARMERS' WEEK HAS GOOD 
SPEAKERS. 

The college provided a very attract­
ive program for the Farmers' Week 
this year, and space will permit but 
a brief mention of the many good 
things given out to visiting farmers 
and wives. 

One of the striking features was the 
comparatively small attendance. This 
was due in part to the fact that the 
State Dairyman's Association also 
held a meeting last week in Detroit, 
and no doubt this kept many away, 
though those close to the situation are 
agreed that another year a more in­
tensive publicity campaign should be 
put on. 

The Women's Congress on Wednes­
day and Thursday had the most large­
ly attended meetings of the week. Dr. 
Dorothy R. Mendenhall of the Uni­
versity of Wisconsin, who spoke on 
"The Health of the Rural School 
Child" and "Care of the Mother and 
Child," and Professor Isabel Bevier of 
Illinois university with her lectures 
on "Problems of the Farm Home" and 
"Art in the Home" were very well 
received. Domestic art and domestic 
science subjects received further em­
phasis both in lecture and demonstra­
tion by members of the department 
at M. A. C. 

Professors Whitson of the Univer­
sity of Wisconsin and Fisher of Pur­
due were the principal speakers on 
soils and crops. In spite of the dairy 
meeting in Detroit, Wednesday was 
dairy day and members of the Dairy 
department were assisted in their 
demonstrations and lectures by Fred 
L. Woodworth of the State Dairy and 
Food department, A. T. Roberts of 
Marquette, and N. P. Hull of Lansing. 

Prof. J. G. Fuller of Wisconsin was 
the principal out of the state speaker 
on the animal husbandry program 
Thursday, and, in the afternoon, he 
gave a horse judging demonstration to 
a very attentive audience in the pa­
vilion. Professor Beach of Iowa Agri­
cultural College, formerly with Cor­
nell and editor of the two splendid 
volumes, "Apples of New York," gave 
some very interesting lectures on gen­
eral horticultural problems. 

Poultry husbandry was the only 
subject presented throughout the en­
tire week. Judge W. H. Card of Con­

necticut, a national figure in poultry 
circles, fully lived up to: the reputa­
tion which had preceded him. Pro­
fessor Kempster of the Poultry de­
partment at the University of Missouri 
was unable to be present on account 
of sickness. 

Of the evening programs the lec­
ture on "The Human Element," by 
Dr. R. M. Wenley of the University 
of Michigan, and the play, "Back to 
the Farm," stand out above all others. 
Doctor Wenley is becoming a very 
popular lecturer at M. A. C. The play 
by the Dramatic Club was very well 
done, and, unlike many amateur pro­
ductions, it had a message that really 
got hold of the audience. 

ENGINEERING BANQUET. 

"More M. A. C. men make good in 
our shops than those of any other 
college," said R. H. Scott, vice presi­
dent and general manager of the Reo 
Motor Co. at the annual banquet of 
the Engineering society last Tuesday 
night. "There are two reasons for 
this—they don't dodge hard problems 
and are not afraid to get their hands 
dirty." 

The banquet, which instructors say 
was the most largely attended of any 
in the history of engineering banquets 
and the best from the standpoint of 
genuine interest, was held in the 
chamber of Commerce banquet hall, 
Lansing. Dean Bissell presided over 
the program. 

Lieutenant Murray gave the engi­
neers some good advice as to what 
they should do in case this country 
should go to war. He advised that 
they not all rush to enlist for the 
front but remain to help in the mobi­
lization of engineering resources of 
the country. G-aylord Cummin, city 
manager for Jackson, spoke of the 
problems of city managership, and 
said that 75 per cent of the work is 
of an engineering character. He said 
that engineering departments of cities 
have less politics than any other, and 
that in less than four years almost, 
every city of any size in the state will 
be adopting the manager plan. L. C. 
Smith, '09, deputy state highway com­
missioner, vouched for the statement 
of Mr. Scott that M. A. C. engineers 
make good, especially in civil engi­
neering work. 

PLANS FOR SUMMER SESSION ARE 
COMPLETED. 

The Michigan Agricultural College 
will again turn over its abundant re­
sources for instruction during the 
coming summer months, the session 
lasting from Monday, June 25, to Fri­
day, August 3. Courses of instruction 
which will be offered will be of two 
kinds, those taken from the regular 
college curriculum including under­
graduate and graduate work, and those 
offered for teachers of home econom­
ics, agriculture, manual training, • gen­
eral science, etc., who desire to get 
work of college grade during the sum­
mer months. 

Credit will be given for any of the 
work toward a State Normal certifi­
cate, renewal of county normal certifi­
cate, or toward college degree pro­
vided entrance requirements are met. 

In addition to the regular courses 
of instruction which continue through­
out the entire week, all the special 
conferences which were held last year 
will be repeated, and these promise 
to be one of the very important fea­
tures of the session. Prospects are 
particularly bright for the conference 
of rural leaders scheduled for July 5 
to 12. Five church denominations are 
already behind the movement—Metho­
dist, Presbyterian, United Brethren, 
Congregational and Christian—and the 
leaders in these, together with others 
interested in the betterment of rural 
life, are sure to make the conference a 
valuable one. 

During the same week, July 5 to 12, 
leaders in boys' and girls' clubs in the 
state will be given a course of instruc­
tion. This conference last year was 
the first of its kind ever held in any 
institution and it proved to be a great 
success. A boys' camp will feature the 
same week. 

The forestry summer camp will be 
held again near Cadillac and this year 
will be open to others than college 
students. This feature is expected to 
attract a large number of young men 
who seek this practical instruction in 
the open air.

THE SMITH-HUGHES BILL. 

Some fireworks are- promised th is 
week when the Michigan legislature 
takes up its end of meet ing the obli­
gations imposed by the Smith-Hughes 
bill which has recently passed con­
gress. 

This bill provides an enormous sum 
of money, somewhat in the manner 
of the Smith-Lever act, to be used in 
the promotion of agriculture, t rades, 
industr ies , and home economics. 
About $25,000 will be available in 
Michigan the first year but this in­
creases unt i l wi th in a decade i t will 
amount to $250,000 a year. 

The s tate will be called upon to ap­
propriate a sum equal to the federal 
appropriation. The trouble is coming 
when the legislature decides who will 
spend the money, whether the normal 
colleges, the university, or the agri­
cultural college. Rumors are current 
tha t the s tate board of education has 
enough support to swing the ent ire 
sum their way and thus the normal 
schools would be in a position to du­
plicate instruct ion in much of the 
work now given by M. A. C. I t is 
said t h a t the s ta te board of agricul­
ture and the regents are united on a 
plan which would put the spending of 
the money into the hands of a board 
of three members, the president of the 
universi ty, president of M. A. C , and 
the s ta te superintendent of public in­
struction. Some people feel t ha t the 
ent i re sum should come to M. A. C , 
where all federal money appropriated 
for the same purposes has always 
gone, thus doing away with duplica­
tion and facili tating easy administra­
tion. 

* * * 
That ins t i tu t ions like M. A. C. 

should be counted on to do their par t 
in preparedness in other t h a n purely 
mi l i tary lines, is h in ted in an editorial 
'Agr icu l tu ra l Mobilization," in The 
New Republic, for February 24. The 
experience of England in the first 
years of the war is pointed out in 
evidence of the mis take made in al­
lowing indiscr iminate wi thdrawal of 
men from farms for service at the 
front. 

M. A. C. graduates, and especially 
those who have been in close contact 
with agricul tural problems, should be 
in a part icular ly advantageous posi­
tion to assist in commandeering agri­
cultural resources. Likewise engi­
neering graduates will be in demand 
to direct t ha t phase of preparedness. 
And tha t women graduates will not 
be left out in the scheme is shown by 
the fact tha t the alumni secretary was 
recently requested to furnish the 
United States commissioner of educa­
tion with an address list of all gradu­
ates in home economics so tha t they 
could be catalogued with others from 
other colleges and be gotten in touch 
with quickly in case of need. 

* * * 
Mr. C. B. Scully, of Almont, mem­

ber of the legislature, and one of the 
chairmen of the Fa rmer s ' Week meet­
ings, gave some mighty good advice 
to the farmers las t week on legis­
lative measures. We were particular­
ly pleased with what he said about 
the M. A. C. l ibrary appropriation. 
"You farmers get behind this and 
push. The University will get what 
is coming to her—it 's up to you to 
see tha t the Agricultural College gets 
th is appropriat ion for a l ibrary. And 
if you don't believe she needs it, jus t 
step into the l ibrary while you're here 
and look around." 

It is good to know tha t we have 
such friends in t h s legislature. Mr. 
Scully's advice to the farmers is very 
appropriate for the alumni in Michi­
gan. What"have you done about this? 

* * * 
One of our correspondents wri tes in 

this issue of a change which has come 
about in his a t t i tude towards mil i tary 
drill since his college days. We are 
glad to point out tha t there has also 
been a change in the a t t i tude of the 
s tudents now in college toward the 
work, and tha t this was developing 
even before the present war or the 
preparedness agitation. 

Undoubtedly the drill has been a 
great help in the physical development 
of the students in the past, since it has 
been the only muscular exercise re­
quired, but, with the new regime in 
physical education and the probability 
of other and equally well organized 
forms of physical t ra in ing for all, 
physical vigor and a knowledge of 
heal th requirements should receive a 
great impetus in the whole s tudent 
body. 

* * * 
In order to carry out to crowning 

success the program of physical train­
ing at M. A. C. it seems as if some 
form of an organized heal th service 
will have to be adopted. Perhaps 
there is a good suggestion in the way 
this mat te r is handled at Columbia 
university. At tha t place the health 
officer has so many duties he cannot 
make personal investigations and in 
order to keep in touch with the sit­
uat ion he has made use of the na tura l 

interest of the s tudent himself and 
has organized wha t he calls a stu­
dent board of health. The nine men 
on th is board are of t he best type of 
universi ty men and the organization 
has become one of the most effective 
uni ts in the universi ty administra­
tion. 

* * * 
The RECORD has at various t imes 

advocated the inst i tut ion of commun­
ity singing a t M. A. C , believing tha t 
there is a power and a unity of spiri t 
to be obtained in singing together un­
der t ra ined leadership tha t cannot be 
approached by any other method. The 
singing t h a t has been done th is year 
a t the open forum meetings on Sun­
day afternoon in the Prudden Audi­
torium, Lansing, is evidence of this . 
And jus t the other night, a t one of 
the farmers ' sessions in the agricul­
tura l building, the meet ing was closed 
by the audience joining in a well 
known song as i t was thrown on the 
screen, and the people appeared to be 
highly pleased at the opportunity. 

This mat ter was called to our at­
tent ion again by a newspaper notice 
to the effect t h a t one of the leading 
chautauqua companies, which under­
stands the power of this thing, has 
decided to make community singing a 
prominent par t of the work the com­
ing summer and has appointed a 
t ra ined and competent man to have 
charge of it.

I was very much pleased to read in 

the .RECORD the opinions of those who 
are contributing to the Public Speak­
ing fund.

The de­
partment of English is not cultivating 
the eagle-screaming style of oratory; 
in fact we are not cultivating "ora­
tory" at all. We are doing all that we

Alumni Secretary: 
"It has seemed to me that the mili­

tary drill as conducted while I was 
at M. A. C. was one of the finest ex­
amples of organized and well conduct­
ed hypocrisy I have ever known. Look­
ing back at it, it would seem that it 
was conducted solely for the purpose 
of securing the government appropria­
tion contingent upon such a course 
and with very little regard for the 
benefits that might accrue to the stu­
dents. It was a course that was not 
very popular with the members of the 
faculty except the professor of mili­
tary tactics, and any attempt to get 
"out of drill" by hook or crook was 
secretly winked at by most of the fac­
ulty. The professor of botany thought 
that three hours per week should be 
put in in counting stamens, the pro­
fessor of chemistry regarded it as 
three hours wasted that might have 
been spent titrating and so on. Con­
sequently the course was regarded 
lightly by the boys and every effort 
was made to evade drill. 

"A close friend of mine once got 
out of drill for nearly three months 

on account of a felon on his finger. 
This had been a serious annoyance 
during his vacation, but had entirely 
healed by the time he returned to M. 
A. C. By carefully keeping his finger 
smeared with vaseline and wearing 
several yards of rag around it he was 
able to evade drill for the time men­
tioned. One can imagine what would 
have happened at West Point or An­
napolis. 

"After twenty-four years, I can say 
that I have entirely changed my mind 
regarding the importance of military 
drill and today would regard it as one 
of the most important courses if not 
the most important course of all that 
are given at M. A. C. 

"My reasons for this are entirely 
apart from the present movement for 
preparedness and might be summed 
up as follows: 

"1 . Military drill is the only course 
given that so develops a person physi­
cally that he will enjoy better health 
and longer life after leaving college. 
Give me a strong husky graduate of 
fair ability rather than a weak-chested 
"shark." The well-developed man will 
win out in the long run. 

"2. Military drill is the only course 
that trains a student to command sub­
ordinates systematically and wisely. 
Any graduate who will not have to do 
this sooner or later is not going to be 
much of a success. 

"3. Military drill and the related 
military "hops" are exactly what the 
average student needs to "spruce him 
up" and make him feel at home later 
in life at many social functions that 
he cannot avoid, no matter how hard 
he tried. Students can make no 
greater mistake than to sneer at the 
fellow who is a good dancer and who 
always seems at home at any social 
function. As between the solemn 
"plugger" and the "good mixer" of the 
same ability, give me the good mixer 
every time for permanent success. 

"These reasons were as pertinent 
before we heard of "preparedness" as 
they are now. In my opinion they 
could not offend Wm. J. Bryan, Henry 
Ford, or the most rabid anti-prepared­
ness advocate. 

"I might close by stating that Max-
field and I were probably the two 
poorest soldiers ever graduated. The 
nearest thing to promotion either of 
us ever had was in being permitted 
to carry marker flags at one drill.

This would not only repay the gov­
ernment in part for the thousands of 
dollars it has granted M. A. C, but 
would make more friends for the 
school than by any other method that 
the writer knows of."

While the cow was making this rec­
ord of six pounds of but ter a day the 
H. C. of L. worr ied nei ther she nor 
her owners, for she received at each 

of the four milkings a day s ix 'pounds 
of the following mixture—100 pounds 
•3b dairy food, 100 pounds bran, 200 
pounds oats, 50 pounds cottonseed 
meal, 50 pounds pea meal, and 100 
pounds oi l .meal . I n addit ion to th i s 
concentrate mixture she was given 
daily 15 pounds of hay and 30 pounds 
of silage.
