Information of his being aboard 
was wri t ten from his father in Ver­
mont, and stated tha t he is now in 

England with others of those surviv­
ing. F rom the fact tha t his home is 
in Vermont, his name did not appear 
on any of the l ists received in Michi­
gan, which listed only Michigan and 
Wisconsin men. 

Hodgkins was a graduate assis tant 
in the forestry department after grad­
uation and served there most of the 
fall term, having left about Decem­
ber 1 to enlist in the 20th engineers. 

G. H. ALLEN, '09 LAUNCHES ENGI­
NEERING FIRM. 

G. H. Allen, '09, who for the past 
three years has been factory mana­
ger for the Detroit S ta r te r Co., has 
entered into business with J. T. Boone 
in the development of an engineering 
practice in Detroit. The new part­
nership will under take industr ia l en­
gineering problems, drafting, design­
ing and developing in electrical and 
chemical engineering l ines and the 
designing of tools, dies and fixtures 
for rapid production. 

Allen became associated with his 
par tner last summer and has been 
more or less engaged with him since 
tha t time, but did not resign his po­
sition with the Detroit Star ter Co.

UNION BANQUET FOR M. A. G. 
SOLDIERS BIGGEST EVER. 

Entire College C o m m u n i t y Responds 
To Make It Huge Success. 

The largest ga ther ing of the M. A. 
C. family — students, faculty and 
friends—that has been known in some 
years assembled Fr iday noon, Wash­
ington's bir thday for the banquet of 
the M. A. C. Union honoring M. A. 
C. soldiers at Camp Custer. The din­
ner was held in the new gymnasium 
and the long tables set for 700 ban­
queters completely filled the large au­
ditorium. It was by all means the 
largest banquet ever undertaken. 

The hall was simply decorated with 
flags and evergreens, and blue and 
white s t reamers from the ceiling, the 
decorations being those used by the 
juniors for their hop in the gymna­
sium the night before. Previous to 
the banquet a reception for the Camp 
Custer men was held in the armory 
and at 12:30 with the band leading 
all marched to the banquet room. 

A splendid banquet was served, one 
tha t was appreciated the more from 
the fact tha t it was entirely prepared 
on the campus. The direction of the 
banquet and its preparat ion was the 
work of Miss Edmonds and Miss Gar­
vin of the domestic science depart­
ment and their assis tants . Fifty 
senior girls served. W. L. VanZant, 
s teward of the Downey Hotel in Lan­
sing, acted as overseer and organized 
the serving and the general handl ing 
of the affair in the hall. Mr. Van 
Zant t imed the serving and stated the 
serving of the dinner course which 
was completed in 17 minutes was rec­
ord t ime for so large a number. 

The invocation was pronounced by 
Rev. Roscoe Kedzie, '99, of St. Johns. 
Following the banquet President Ked­
zie, who presided, introduced Judge 
C. B. Collingwood, '85, who gave the 
afternoon's address. Judge Colling-
wood's message was directed both to 
our men in service and to tha t part 
of the M. A. C. family who must stay 
at home and keep the home fires 
burning, and was one of the finest 
ta lks given on the campus in some 
time. 

He appealed to those going out to 
represent M. A. C. in th is struggle 
for democracy to fight, to shoot and

THE UNION BANQUET. 
The Union, banquet in honor of 

Camp Custer soldiers was from begin­
ning to end an "all college" affair. 
I t was the largest ga ther ing of the 
college family in some time, and was 
undoubtedly the biggest under taking 
in the way of a banquet that M. A. 
C. has ever attempted. 

The fact that such a banquet for 
700 persons can be arranged and han­
dled by college people alone and tha t 
it may be followed by such an ad-
dess as was given by one of our own 
number, demonstrates the wonderful 
resources • of the insti tution. The 
gymnasium in its incomplete state 
had no facilities whatever for hand­
ling the affair—everything had to be 
prepared outside and brought in. 
Tables, chairs, serving facilities, gas 
stoves for keeping the prepared food 
hot while it was being served, were 
all brought in for the occasion. But 
there was the common cause, tha t of 
showing M. A. C.'s appreciation to our 
fellows in service and bidding those 
who are soon to leave a good-bye and 
Godspeed, and everyone from the 
president down, at tacked the problem 
with energy and worked hard to 
make the meet ing a success. The 
magni tude of the finished task and 
the effort it brought forth may be 
taken by all M. A. 'C. 's soldiers as a 
token of the appreciat ion the college 
feels for her men represent ing her 
in the present conflict, and the esteem 
with which she holds them. The 
banquet was to honor M. A. C. sol­
diers and every m a n in uniform may 
feel that , though thousands of miles 
intervene between his camp and Alma 
Mater, had he been present he would 
have taken his seat among the hon­
ored guests. 

Someone remarked tha t there were 
more faculty and teaching force out 
than had been together in any sort 
of public college meet ing in years. 

I t was especially fine tha t the gym­
nasium could have been available for 
this banquet in honor of our soldiers. 

It wras the first use of the gymnasium 
by the college a s a whole and showed 
the new audi tor ium's splendid adap­
tability as a general meet ing place 
for the big college community. The 
fact tha t 700 can be seated very com­
fortably a t a banquet in the audi­
torium and have plenty of room for 
elbows and for serving speaks of the 
size of the new gymnasium hall. I ts 
facilities will from now on add ma­
terially to the social life and the de­
velopment of closer relations between 
all of us of the college community. 
Even in its unfinished s ta te it proved 
its wonderful worth on Washington's 
bir thday. In years ahead it mus t be­
come a great force in main ta in ing the 
democratic spiri t of M. A. C. and in 
the unbuilding of college spirit 
through the opportunities it will open 
for large meetings and social gath­
erings of the college family. 

OUR FIRST SACRIFICE. 
The first gold s tar on the college 

service flag shines for William R. 
Johnson, 1912. He was the first 
graduate of M. A. C. to give his life 
in the present struggle, the first of 
the men represent ing us to have fall­
en in the world war for democracy. 
Not fallen either, ra ther helplessly 
taken by a ruthless enemy before h s 
opportunity to fight came. In his 
last letter to the RECORD wri t ten early 
in January he signed himself as cor­
poral ' Bill" Johnson and told of his 
work in camp and the fact tha t thej 
were polishing off their "squash r ight , 
harch,". an expression very typical of 
M. A. C. With the life of Corporal 
Johnson our first great sacrifice has 
been made. The spirit of M. A. C. 
has answered the call for service and 
for sacrifice in the cause of dem­
ocracy. 

WM. R. JOHNSON, '12. 

Final reports on the s inking of the 
Tuscania have placed the name of 
Wm. R. Johnson, '12, among those 
buried on the Scotch coast. This was 
not established for over a week from 
the date of the s inking of the ship, 
several conflicting reports having 
been received by Michigan papers and 
by his parents , relative to his fate. 

Wm. R. Johnson, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Chas. Per ry Johnson, prominent 
farmers of Hadley, was born June 26, 
1891. He at tended the Hadley high 
school, and graduated from the high 
school of Lapeer in 1908. He then 
entered M. A. C. finishing in 1912. 
Upon graduat ion he re turned to the 
home farm near Lapeer and gave him­
self unst int ingly to the management 
of the 260 acres for his father. He 
was very active in church and com­
munity work and represented the Bap­
t is t church on the town federated 
committee. He was president of the 
farmers ' club the last two years and 
was part icular ly interested in boys' 
work, athletics, corn clubs, etc. He 
was also a member of the community 

glee club, president of the l i terary 
society, and was prominent in all of 
the social and community affairs of 
Hadley. 

He went to Camp Custer November 
19, after having made application 
through Prof. Chit tenden for the 20th 
Engineers (Fores t ry ) . His mother 
wr i tes : "He wanted to go to Ft . 
Sheridan last spring, but realizing 
how we needed him here at home, as 
he had practically assumed the man­
agement of our 260-acre farm, he re­
mained with us." At Camp Custer 
he was assigned to the depot brigade 
and was then transferred to the medi­
cal supply office of the base hospital 
early in December. His application 
by tha t t ime had been acted upon for 
the 20th Engineers and he left Camp 
Custer December 17 for Washington, 
D. C , where he was in t ra in ing with 
the forestry regiment at American 
University Camp. 

He leaves his parents , a brother, 
Bert, and a sister, Mrs. F r a n k Hart-
wig (Reta Johnson) , who at tended 
M. A. C. in 1911-12. 

During the t ime that he was in 
college "Bill" was widely known 

about the campus. He was promi­
nent in class athletics, having been 
manager of the class baseball team 
in his sophomore year and playing 
with the team through its four years. 
In his senior year he was president 
of the Athenaeum society. 

The pastor of his church at Hadley 
writes the following: "No undertak­
ing of a public na ture seemed com­
plete without h i s having a pa r t in 
it. His unusual thoughtfulness for 
the home folks is revealed in his 
leaving cards with a friend in Wash­
ington to he mailed at intervals to 
the folks a t home so tha t they would 
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not know of his going over unti l he 
could cable home "Safe in Prance ." 
But i t was not to be. The cruel blow 
of the assassin was struck. H e was 
the first ma r ty r from our neighbor­
hood for the cause of world democ­
racy. Tha t he was widely known 
a n d loved is evident from the many 
let ters of sympathy to his parents 
from every par t of the state, each ex­
pressing wha t his life and friendship 
had meant to them."

to kill unt i l those German common 
people t h a t make up the Kaiser 's 
a r m y should rise up against their war 
lord and demand peace. But while 
u rg ing them to a "positive action" he 
caut ioned them to guard against a 
negative reaction tha t might mil i ta te 
aga ins t the world democracy toward 
which we a re str iving. 

Pres ident Kedzie called a t tent ion to 
the first gold s tar on the service flag, 
t h a t for Wm. R. Johnson, '12, who 
wrent down on the Tuscania. 

Following the banquet a mat inee 

dance of sixteen numbers was given 
under the auspices of the Union. 

Thirty-five men attended from Camp 
Custer. Facul ty and college friends 
were especially glad of this oppor­
tuni ty to again see their former stu­
dents and classmates and welcome 
them to the campus. A number from 
camp were prevented from a t tending 
because of quarant ine , many have 
been transferred and those of the 
Officers' Tra in ing School were not per­
mit ted to come, their commanding 
officers deeming it inadvisable inas­
much as examinat ions were held there 
Saturday morning. Those a t tending 
from Camp Custer were Carll H.

THE UNION BANQUET, HONORING M. A. C. SOLDIERS. 

T h e Picture Was Taken During the Invocation Pronounced by Rev. Roscoe Kedzie, '99. The Service Flag Hangs 
Midway on the Left Wall, Behind the Speaker's Table. 
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We've talked all the old days over 
again, sang all the songs and arranged 
for a big home-coming when the pres­
ent "show" is over. Last Tuesday we 
were supposed to leave but the date 
was again postponed and none of us 
of course know when the eventful 
day will come. -Dodge, Fick and Bib-
bins are stationed in the same bar­
racks that held the bunch that went 
down on the Tuscania. Pick saw a 
black cat the other night and was 
deeply moved but Bib found a silver 
spoon the next day so Pick's gloom 
was of short duration. 

There is very little to be written at 
this time but after these two "outfits" 
get across you may expect a lengthy 
report from Berlin telling how the 
artillery blew up the Germans and 
the 409 tanks mowed them down. 

Some one just mentioned that Gau-
thier's athletic record lacked the 
names of Lt. Kenneth Hutton, Ralph 
Dodge, Stace Griggs and Walt Vance.

exceptional circumstances. Each can­
didate for transfer must submit an 
application for the transfer to the 
chief of engineers before action may 
be taken. The transfer if approved, 
will be arranged to take effect in each 
individual case at such time as to 
give the United States the use of the 
man's services and the individual the 
benefit of the military training up to 
the date at which he can resume his 
studies, at about the point at which 
they were interrupted by his enlist­
ment or induction into military ser­
vice. Each application must be ac­
companied by a certificate by the 
president or dean of the institution 
showing that the applicant will be 
permitted to resume his regular 
course and that he is eligible as in­
dicated by his academic records for 
enlistment in the engineers enlisted 
reserve corps. The qualifications set 
by the war department for the en­
trance of students into the enlisted 
reserve require that the scholastic 
work done by the applicant must be 
such as to rate him in a class with 
the first third of the young men who 
have graduated from the institution 
during the past ten years. 

It is thought by Dean Bissell that 
a number of the men who would be 
juniors and seniors this year and who 
are now at Camp Custer and other 
cantonments in the United States may 
wish to avail themselves of this op­
portunity to complete their studies 
and fit themselves for a greater use­
fulness to the army and the nation.

The chief of engineers of the war 
department has recently announced 
that through the direction of the sec­
retary of war, enlisted men in the 
army now in active service who en­
tered the service by voluntary enlist­
ment or draft after September 1, 1917, 
and who were eligible at the time 
for enlistment or induction into mili­
tary service under the regulations 
covering enlistment by engineering 
students in the engineering branch of 
the enlisted reserve corps, may be 
transferred to the engineers enlisted 
reserve corps and placed upon the in­
active list for the purpose of com­
pleting courses in approved technical 
schools. 

Dean Bissell is corresponding with 
all engineering students who have en­
tered service or have been drafted 
since September 1, 1917, and who are 
eligible for the engineering enlisted 
reserve corps, with the idea of mak­
ing known to them the new action of 
the war department offering them an 
opportunity to return to complete 
their college work. The new order 
requires that the expenses of the 
transfer from his present camp or as­
signment back to his college must be 
borne by the soldier and the applica­
tion for a transfer by soldiers with­
out the boundaries of the United

FOR "Y" COMMISSION TO RUSSIA. 

Rev. C. O. Bemies, who was profes­
sor of physical culture at M. A. C. 
during the years 1899, 1900-01, has 
just been appointed on the Y. M. C.

Mr. Bemies has been pastor of the 
Presbyterian church of McLelland-
town, Penn., for a number of years, 
and has been an ardent social worker 
in rural communities.

Rock, Ark., since last September. He 
owes his selection on the Russian 
commission to the reputation he has 
gained throughout the United States 
as a "realistic idealist" regarding 
country life on which he has spoken 
in many towns and cities throughout 
the middle west, New York, and the 
New England states.

gan Ave., who is a radio operator on 
the United States ship Antigone, 
wri tes of h is experiences on the At­
lantic in his first t r ip overseas: 

"The war zone is a th ing tha t is 
vague and indefinite to those com­
fortably, seated a t home with their 
feet to the fire, as they read in the 
daily papers tha t this and tha t ship 
has been mined or torpedoed there. 

"To the soldier in t raining, to the 
sailor on our own coasts, i t is a sym­
bol of excitement. It is only after the 
Statue of Liberty is 1,500 miles be­
h ind tha t a general realization of what 
the war zone is begins to creep into 
the mind of the m a n going to Europe. 

" I t was Chris tmas eve when the 
Antigone entered the dangerous area. 
The life boats had been swung out, 
the crew drilled in abandoning ship, 
the guns tested, and lookouts doubled, 
so t h a t all was prepared to give Fr i tz 
a warm reception if he desired one. 

"What little sleeping was to be 
done was done with clothes on and a 
life preserver at hand. The first 
shock of the w a r zone came over the 
radio, a ship was torpedoed in the 
Mediterranean sea, and the faint S. 
O. S. call was picked up. Submarine 
warnings came fast and frequent, tell­
ing of subs sighted in terr i tory over 
which our course led. 

"Chr is tmas passed quietly with the 
eight destroyers covering the sea on 
all sides of us. Another ship's dis­
t ress call was picked up tha t night 
off the coast of England. This t ime 
subs were reported all about us, but 
none sighted. About noon of the 27th 
land was sighted and i t seemed our 
danger was passed. A weird whistle 
a t th i s time, followed by the report 
of a gun showed tha t Fr i tz was still 
on the job. More guns were fired. 
Later developments indicated tha t the 
sub had fired a torpedo a t the Anti­
gone but missed i t and then the De-
Kalb and destroyers had opened fire. 
Depth bombs were also dropped, one 
bringing up discolored water, indicat­

ing tha t perhaps one more sub was 
done for. 

The bay soon swarmed with sub 
chasers and destroyers and two mili­
tary aeroplanes circled overhead. 
Shortly after we were safe behind the 
nets.
