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T H E HOLCAD which began publica­
tion again this term after suspension 
during the S. A. T. C. regime is mak­
ing a very creditable appearance and 
is upholding the s tandard of former 
s tudent newspapers even under the 
handicap of a small at tendance. Be­
ginning with six pages it has grown 
to eight in three numbers, and appears 
to be receiving unusual support from 
the s tudent body. 

HONORABLE A. C. CARTON, '89, Secre­
ta ry of the Michigan Public Domain 
Commission for a number of years 
past* has resigned to take the presi­
dency of the newly formed Michigan 
Colorado Copper Company with head­
quar ters at Denver, Colorado. James 
McBride, State Market Director, who 
has been working under college direc­
tion, has joined th is company in the 
capacity of general manager. 

A MILITARY MUSEUM is proposed by 
President Kedzie for inclusion in the 
plans projected for the rejuvinat ion of 
the Armory. I t is suggested that the 
museum hold a collection of mil i tary 
trophies tha t would show the develop­
ment of mil i tary science and arma­
ment from Revolutionary days down 
to the present time. Possibly flat 
wall cases will be used and placed 
along the walls between the windows 
so that the mil i tary trophies of the 
museum would lend a decorative ef­
fect to the bare old interior and give 
it an atmosphere of dignity as well 
as a mil i tary aspect, without interfer­
ing with its everyday use by the mili­
tary department. A new floor will 
probably be laid in the Armory during 
spr ing vacation. 

PROFESSOR HERMAN W. REYNOLDS, 
formerly assis tant professor in me­
chanical engineering at M. A. C , from 
1900 to 1904, and now Dean of Me­
chanical and Electrical Engineering at 
the University of Phillipines, Manila, 
B. I., was in Eas t Lansing and called 
on friends this week. Beside being 
Dean at the University of Philippines 
he is also one of the Board of Regents 
of tha t inst i tution, and has been very 
prominent in engineering work in the 
Philippines. Mrs. Reynolds (Elvine 
Armstrong, '04) is accompanying him. 

T H E COLLEGE CALENDAR has been al­
tered to extend the winter te rm one 
week, from March 14th to March 21st. 
The spr ing term has been extended 

two weeks and will te rminate June 
13th instead of May 29th as previously 
scheduled. A summer term, which is 
to consist of two separate sections of 
six weeks each, beginning June 23d, 
has also been decided upon. The sum­
mer term is to accommodate upper 
classmen who are short a small num­
ber of credits, and re turn ing soldiers 
wishing to take extra work to com­
plete t h e number of credits necessary 
to br ing them up with their college 
classes. I t is probable tha t a course 
for solaiers and sailors will also be 
given during the summer in order tha t 
discharged men, who desire to enter 
the regular college course, may take 
up studies for admit tance credits. 

T H E STANDING WALLS OF W I L L I A M ' S 
HALL have been drilled at six feet in­
tervals just above the ground line, for 
dynamiting. Small charges of dyna­
mite Will be used at 110 points about 
the building and the razing will prob­
ably occur sometime dur ing Fa rmers ' 
week. I t seems quite probable tha t 
the long years of feudel strife between 
Wells and Williams will soon be 
brought to a close, for the complete 
downfall of Old Williams is imminent . 

T H E F I R S T M. A. C. UNION AFFAIR to 
be given this year was a dancing party 
held in the gymnasium Saturday after­
noon. It was one of the first all col­
lege part ies tha t have been given in 
the gymnasium since last Commence­
ment. Music was furnished by Crom-
ley's orchestra. I t is probable that 
some sort of a Union social gather ing 
will be held on Washington 's Birth­
day. 

BOYS AND GIRLS CLUB MEMBERS to the 
number of 250 are visi t ing the campus 
this week and at tending the exhibits 
and their club conferences. Over one 
hundred state and county champions 
are here as guests of the college. All 
the youngsters are being housed and 
fed on the campus, and ample enter­
ta inment is provided for the period of 
their stay. On Wednesday afternoon 
they visited the Capitol and were 
greeted by Governor Sleeper who 
shook the hand of every one of them. 
On Thursday afternoon the govern­
ment movie "Under Four F lags" which 
was shown in the Wednesday evening-
program was screened for their es­
pecial benefit at the Elmac theatre in 
East Lansing. This year 's entertain­
ment of the champions in boys and 

girls club work has been of the na ture 
of an experiment. Undoubtedly it 
will be found worthy of repetiton. 

T H E Bn.f.Fsr FARMERS W E E K ' S 
CROWDS in the history of the college 
gathered on the campus this week for 
the lectures, conferences and exhibits 
of the annual round up of farmers 
and housewives. 

On Wednesday morning 1500 had 
registered indicating a total ga ther ing 
of at least 2000 and probably by the 
end of the week the at tendance will 
exceed 3500. These numbers include 
100 school commissioners, 150 drain 
commissioners and 300 boys and girls 
club members. The college commun­
ity is crowded and a greater part of 
the crowds have overflowed to Lansing 
for sleeping quarters . The barrack 
mess halls are being taxed to the limit 
to feed the throngs tha t gather there 
for noonday lunches and the evening 
meal. The exhibits which, with the 
barrack buildings available for them, 
have been put on in a much more 
elaborate scale than in former years 
are forming one of the chief attrac­
tions of the week. Every depar tment 
in the agricultural section is repre­
sented in the displays as well as the 
home economics department . Numer­
ous demonstrat ions of farming equip­
ment, home labor saving devices and 
tractors, including a Reo caterpillar 
armored car loaned for the war exhib­
it, a re a t t rac t ing much at tention. The 
live stock sales held Fr iday morning 
in the barns greatly swelled the last 
day's at tendance. 

T H E ALL-FRESHMEN basketball team 
under the direction of Coach Lyman 
^. Frimodig, '17. is becoming a for­
midable aggregation. The scalps of 
Alma and Mt. Pleasant Normal are 
already hanging from their belts, the 
former being taken in 25 to 18. They 
are scheduled for several games 
against fast adversaries. 

INDOOR MEETS will be held with No­
t re Dame at South Bend late in Feb­
ruary and with the University of 
Michigan at Ann Arbor at a date not 
yet decided upon. 

The new building with its running 
t rack and excellent facilities is devel­
oping new interest in indoor athletics. 

Short course students are being 
given gymnasium work in the Arm­
ory because of inability to ar range 
classes for them in the gymnasium.

THE AUDITORIUM. 
Fully two thousand eager people 

•were turned away from the armory 
Tuesday night and prevented from 
hear ing the wonderful message of 
Jane Addams of Hull House. Many 
of those turned away had come to the 
college for no other purpose than to 
see and hear Miss Addams. On Wed­
nesday night just as large a crowd 
elbowed itself no far ther than the 
outer doors for the lecture of James 
Schermerhorn of the Detroit Turns 
On both occasions but 1500 people 
were accommodated inside or within 
hearing distance. I t is certainly 
regrettable tha t after gett ing the 
people here the college is not able 
to accommodate them in one gather­
ing. 
. Mentioning M. A. C.'s need of an 
audiiorium the State Journal of Lan­
sing comments: 

'•Miss Addam's appearance in behalf 
of the creation of a league of nations 
seemed to s t r ike a sympathetic chord 
in the audience—though the thou­
sand or more individuals who were 
turned away from the doors of the 
armory 3\ere anything but pacific. 
Among these last, sentiment seemed 
to be about equally divided between 
two groups, one faction of which 
freely criticised the college for fail­
ing to have better accommodations, 
and the second of which lambasted 
the legislature for its . repeated re­
fusals to provide the college with an 
audi tor ium." 

Probably never before in the his­
tory of the college has the need of a 
large meet ing place and auditorium 
been so keenly felt as during this 
week's meetings. 

An appropriat ion for an auditorium 
is being asked of the present legis­
lature. 

Do mot fail to let the representatives 
of your district know how badly M. A. 
C. is in need of an auditorium. 

A XECUSSARY AIJJUXCT. 
"A Young State Fa i r " some one 

commented, on the farmers week ex­
hibits ar ranged by the different col­
lege departments in the barrack build­
ings bought to house soldiers of1 the 
S. A. T. C. Again the barrack build­
ings have proved themselves a handy 
adjunct to the college and for a second 
time have justified the expenditure 
they represent. The first t ime was in 
the epidemic emergency when they 
sheltered 150 influenza patients. Again 
this week they are being used to ex­
cellent advantage in exhibiting im­
proved ways and means in agriculture 
and the home to 3,500 farmers and 
housewives of Michigan. This years ' 
displays have far surpassed anything 
before at tempted at the college in the 
way of exhibits. They have been car­
ried out on a scale tha t has not been 
possible in former years just because 
there has never before been a place 
suitable for holding such exhibits. 

The college can well afford to keep 
and have on hand a group of build­
ings as adaptable to emergency and 
special uses as these s t ructures seem 
to be.

HIGHWAY GOMMIS'NR ROGERS 
'83 COMPLIMENTED. 

Teas Avere brought to the eyes of 
State Highway' Commissioner F r a n k 
F. Rogers, '83 last week when 
the Michigan Association of Road 
Commissioners and Engineers adopted 
a resolution recommending to the 
legislature that "his salary be made 
commensurate with his services and 
responsibilities to the state," and by 
the nice things tha t were said about 
him. Chief of these emotion-arous­
ing compliments was the "secret" let 
out by a Detroit man, that Mr. Rogers, 
whose salary is now $3,500 had re­
fused $6,000 from Wayne county to 
do good road work, "because he felt 
tha t when he accepted the state office, 
he was in honor bound to complete 
the work." 

These good roads enthusiasts came 
to Lansing to tell the legislators 
what laws they would like to see 
passed at this session, to express their 
joy at the unanimous passage of the 
$50,000,000 bond issue act, and their 
confidence tha t the people will re­
tu rn a majority for this constitutional 
amendment.

PROF. PLANT PUBLISHES MATH­
EMATICS TEXT. 

"Introductory Mathematical Analy­
sis," the authors of which are Pro­
fessor L. C. Plant , head of the -mathe­
matical depar tment a t M. A. C. and 
Dr. Paul Webber, assis tant professor 
of mathematics at the University of 
P i t t sburg has jus t come from the 
presses of John Wiley & Sons, Pub­
lishers. The new text book, it is made 
known by the authors , has been writ­
ten primari ly for scientific and engi­
neering students, and throughout an 
endeavor has been made to keep it 
purely scientific. Prepr in ts of sec­
tions of the book were used by the S. 
A. T. C. during the fall term, bu t the 
complete book is first being used this 
term by college classes in mathe­
matics. 

In the fall when the S. A. T. C. was 
insti tuted, par ts of the book were 
slightly altered to especially adapt it 
for the S. A. T. C. courses. I t is in­
tended, however, as a college text for 
general' use in scientific and engineer­
ing schools. 

BASKETEERS WIN FROM DEPAUW 
AND NOTRE DAME. 

Two out of the three games played 
on the trip of last week-end dropped 
to the credit of Gauthiers basket-
bailers. Fr iday night Depauw lost by 
an 18-17 score and Saturday one of 
the roughest games the team has yet 
played brought down Notre Dame to 
the tune of .32 and 28. 

The one game lost was at Wabash 
when a very poor floor furnished a 
handicap tha t could not be overcome. 

Only the speediest variety of play­
ing will save Wabash college team 
from a basketball massacre when the 
Indianians line up against Coach 
Gaufhier's men on the home court 
uiis Fr iday evening. 

"The, M. A. C. men were at a con­
siderable disadvantage in playing on 
the box floor at Wabash," said Coach 
Gauthier today. "Because the floor 
was so small, it was possible for 
Wabash to get away with a lot of 
holding and rough work that they 
won't get a chance to use against us 
here Friday. When it comes to play­
ing basketball we don't expect any 
trouble in outstanding the Crawford-
ville team."

Then 
every room in the city will be rented, 
every boarding table will be crowded, 
and, most impor tant of all, the col­

lege author i t ies will have substantial 
evidence tha t Eas t Lansing is as 
ready to give aid as to ask it.

BUTTERFIELD '91 AND BAKER '89 
SERVING NATION IN PARIS. 

The following extracts taken from 
a letter . recently received from K. L. 
Butterfield, '91, a member of the Agri­
cultural Educational Committee ap­
pointed by President Wilson, tell 
something of the work of himself and 
Ray S tannard Baker, '89, who is also 
serving the nation as an appointee of 
President Wilson: 

"I found Baker here on my arrival , 
or soon thereafter. He had not been 
back long from Rome. As I had no­
where to lay my head, he put me up 
for a few days, unt i l I could secure 
a domicile in th is much overcrowded 
place. We get together with some 
degree of frequency and settle world 
mat ters . The trouble is we agree. 
He has had a wonderful opportunity 
over here, both to get information on 
big things and to pass it on where it 
would do most good. He is now really 
at the cemer of the news end of the 
conference. 

"I was over in t ime to see Wilson's 
entry into Par is—and it was worth 
seeing. Wilson is gaining ground I 
th ink all t±ie t ime—although the Eng­
lish elections may mean almost any­
thing. I th ink you will be interested 
in a character sketch of Wilson by 
A. G. Gardner in the London Daily 
News. Gardner is a t rue Liberal, Ray 
says. He is a master hand at this 
character sketching. Perhaps you 
have seen his "Prophets , Pr ies ts and 
Kings," and the "War Lords." They 
are worth getting. 

"My own work is mostly in the 
stage of paper planning and gett ing 
hold of the problem on the ground. 
I am sorry I couldn't have come over 
earl ier—but no one really was pre­
pared for so quick a conclusion to the 
war. Unfortunately, in one sense, 
many of our boys will get away for 
home without being touched with the 
big message of the t ime except as 
they may have caught i t in thei r ex­
perience here. Of course there are 
enough men being left here to make 
the educational job much worth while 
—big enough to tax our best energies. 
I find my fellow commissioners ex­
ceedingly congenial as well as very 
efficient men. 

"I have been out only on one short 
tr ip—but we shall get out more as the 
work gets organized. We shall prob­
ably ma in ta in headquar ters in Par is . 
I presume we shall get to Coblenz be­
fore spr ing opens. There are many 
demands for educational work. I have 
many let ters from boys who want to 
a t tend s o m e . agricul tural college in 
France or England. We are planning 
to a r range so th is can be done. 

"A m a n came into my office the oth­
er day, bearing a letter of introduc­

tion from Mr. Garfield, '70. Tonight 
a t table, I r an across a m a n who lived 
for a short t ime in Lansing. He was 
a dentist by uie name of Barnes. 
Graduated at Ann Arbor. His father, 
I judge, had some interest in politics 
in his home town of Allegan. Knew 
Edwy. B. Reid, '12, very well. So 
one sees some one almost every day 
who ties him up to old days and old 
faces."

Dear Edi to r :—The Record has been 

coming to me quite regularly of late, 
and in it I have read let ters from 
some of the "old boys" over here. 
Howard Rather , '17, wrote a most 
amusing letter, which I enjoyed read­
ing. In the same number I read of 
the death of "Peer less" Peterson, '17. 
That was a part icularly hard blow, 
since I had known him so well a t M. 
A. C, and along with all who knew 
him, admired h im greatly. 

"Wal t" Thomas -had a let ter pub­
lished in a number which I received 
last September, but I lost it in the 
excitement of the St. Miheal drive, 
and with it lost his address. I should 
have liked to have wr i t ten him, as 
he knew the whereabouts of "Bib," 
'15 and "Chi" Fick, '17, and several 
others of tha t old crew with whom I 
used to make merry. 

But I lost tha t address at St. 
Miheal. I made up for t he loss by 
gaining more pure joy and pleasure 
than one usually gains, in a life t ime. 
Our Battery position there, near Les 
Eparges, S. E., of Verdun, was well 
up toward the German lines. In fact, 
but for our camouflage we would have 
been plainly visible to the Boche ob­
servers from two points,—but there 
was tha t camouflage and the disci­
pline was not lacking, as every man 
knew tha t if he showed himself he 
would draw fire. We had an excellent 
view of the front lines, and when we 
opened up our barrage it got so hot 
for the Boche, and he had to ret i re 
so quickly, t ha t he entirely forgot to 
r e tu rn our fire. We saw the whole 
show from there, tha t is of our sector; 
the "Doughs" go over the top, and 
the Boche come in. The former 
didn' t bother much with the lat ter , 
for Fr i tz was entirely subdued and 
ready to eat out of the hand of any­
th ing which was clad in khaki . 

My news of M. A. C. men has not 
entirely come from the Record. I 
have seen a few. When I arr ived at 
Camp de Souge, which is about 14 
kilos away from the city of Bor­
deaux, I found "Len" Verschon, '17, 
awai t ing me. He was then a 2nd 
Lt. in the Q. M. Corps. The next day 
I r an into Roy Lawton, also a 2nd 
Lt., who was there s tudying Arti l lery 
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firing, and there were two old class­
mates of '17. 

Then later I had another meeting 
which. was equally as pleasant. Len 
and Roy were both Hesperians. The 
next two whom I met, had been Olym­
pics, along with me. It was after the 
Boche had decided to leave Chateau 
Thiery. and hadn't decided to stop un­
til he arrived at the Vesle. We were 
there trying to convince him tha t he 
had better change his mind, and as 
Fri tz is apt to be, he was stubborn. 

One afternoon while I was at the 
battery, two men came up, and lo— 
one was "Dad" Sayles,- '15, a 2nd Lt. 
in the 4th Engineers, and the other 
was "Pete" Williams with '19, who 
was with the 119th F. A. We had a 
good long ta lk that afternoon, unin­
terrupted as the battery was not fir­
ing. "Dad' ' had to leave, as that 
night he was going to try and put an 
arti l lery bridge across the Vesle. I 
knew what was happening' up front, 
and I didn't envy him his job a bit. 
I guess they didn't get it in tha t 
night, and the 4th Division was re­
lieved a few days later, so it was up 
to some one else to put it in, and to 
some other art i l lery to use it. That 
was about as unhealthy a place as I 
ever wish to be in. 

Then again 1 saw "Dad." This was 
on the 26th of • September. He was 
building a road for us to cross over 
no-man's land, and the Hindenburg 
line. That place didn't resemble in 
the least a New England fireside, in 
fact was about as different from that, 
as a class in Bridges to Prof. H. K. 
Tedder; 

By the way, it was just back of 
Hill 304 and Le Mprt Homme, where 
we met that day. There, it is said, 
the French lost some 40,000 and the 
Boche even more in 1914. 

We got up as far as Bethaincourt 
that night, and the next day reached 
Cerges and Septsarges, which is by 
the side of Montfaucon. There we 
stayed for a long time, changing posi­
tion several times, and gett ing them 
on the run by the fighting of Nov. 
1st and 3d. That run never did let 
up. 

We came back Nov. 10th although 
we had done no firing after the 3rd 
and were at Montfaucon when we re­
ceived news of the armistice. If it 
tickled you over there, guess what it 
meant to us over here. 

We then went back near Toul, and 
were hasti ly reequipped and came in 
here as a par t of the army of occu­
pation. In the fighting days we were 
the 1st army, now we are the 3rd, but 
the original bunch in that 3rd army 
sure did some fighting, the 1st, 2nd, 
3rd, 4th, divisions of the regular army, 
and the 32nd and 42nd of National 
Guard. The 89th and 90th later joined 
us. After Sept. 26th the 1st army lost 
180.000 of the 230,000 American losses, 
we are told. 

War wasn't one continuous life of 
pleasure, and it held its bit ter exper­
iences as well as the more humorous. 

I lost some very good friends over 
here, including three officers killed 
of the five of us who came over as the 
complement of the Battery. The other 
one, besides me, was severely wound-
ed^and one who came to us later, was 
gassed. 

The battery is alone in this town 
which boasts all of 36 houses. We are 
in t ru th monarchs of all we survey, 
but tha t isn ' t saying much. The 
towns are all alike, and very pictures­
que, each having its manure pile in 
the front yard, which is a sign of 
wealth, and a th ing of beauty indeed, 
to the owner. I ts a very productive 
country and very pret ty with its hills, 
but I believe tha t some modern M. A. 
C. Ags could coax more out of the 
soil, and open up the eyes of these 
natives. 

Speaking of the home ties, reminds 
me, I'm pretty anxious to get home 
and see my brand new daughter. Mrs. 
liasbach, who was Catherine Carter, 
with '19 and I, are asking congratu­
lations on a daughter born November 
3rd. 

I'm anxious for the next copies of 
the Record, which will begin to have 
lists of those who fell in the war, I 
already Know of "Stein" Esselstyn 
and Peerless" Peterson, poor chaps, 
and live in hopes tha t they are the 
only ones. They were good men, and 
M. A. C. should be proud of them.
