public during the present week. On 
Fr iday evening, Mr. Kennedy will lec­
ture on his work, in the Blue Room 
of the Hotel and promises to point 
out some of the features of the sce­
nery in this section tha t from the 
ar t i s t ' s s tandpoint enable it to rank 
with many of the much painted ar t 
grounds of Europe. One of Mr. Ken­
nedy's pictures, a Cedar River scene 
worked out on the new school idea, 
was honored a t the Salon of Par i s 
and is on exhibition with the others. 
Another of his paintings made during 
the summer, he has given to the Fed­
eral Club of the College, an organ­
ization of the federal aid students. 
The money from the sale of the pic­
ture is to be used for the temporary 
assistance of soldiers sent here by the 
Federal government, who are await­
ing long delayed compensation. The 
money will be loaned as it is needed, 
to be paid back as the men receive 
their government funds. 

AT A MEETING of the Forestry Club 
last Tuesday night, three reels of 
moving pictures were given before an 
audience of o»e hundred forestry stu­
dents. The movies were presented 
through the new moving picture ma­
chine of the mili tary department and 
were furnished to the club by the 
Bureau of Education.

THE UNION BUILDING 
AS A MEMORIAL. 

That a memorial building, which 
may be used as a community center 
for the benefit of the living, is the 
most fitting expression of our grati­
tude to our brave soldiers, seems to 
be the t rend of opinion of men who 
have given this matter serious 
thought. These are days of commu­
nity uplift, of civic service, of broth­
erly spirit , and democratic tenden­
cies. What then is more fitting than 
a community house in which the 
ideals of democracy may be perpet­
uated? 

It has been the custom in the past 
to erect expensive monuments or 
s tatues to the memory of men and 
women who have served their coun­
try or humanity. These have too 
often been so unat tract ive as to be 
blots on the landscape, and even at 
the best have been of no practical 
value. Is it not more in keeping with 
the spir i t of the times to erect a me­
morial which will be of use to future 
generat ions? 

At least eight colleges and number­
less organizations, communities, and 
cities have caught the spirit, and have 
already star ted or are making plans 
for the erection of buildings which 
may serve as constant reminders of 
the sacrifices which our boys made 
over there, and also, help to keep alive 
the spiri t of democracy and benefit 
humani ty . 

F rank l in K. Lane, Secretary of the 
Interior , emphasized this t rend of the 
times, when he said, "In expressing 
our grat i tude for the patriotic ser­
vice of the brave men, living and 
dead, who helped to win the war for 
democracy and human liberty, it is 
most fitting tha t we erect in every 
community, a living memorial ra ther 
than a mere shaft or monument. The 
erection of community houses will 

establish gathering places which will 
give the re turning men opportunity to 
perpetuate the democracy of the 
camps." 

President Ked?ie summed up the 
si tuation here at the college in a way 
which cannot be improved upon, we 
believe. "The Memorial Building," 
he said, "has appealed to me very 
strongly as a memorial . Wha t we 
part icularly need and have for a long 
time is a place where s tudents and 
faculty can mingle together in a so­
cial way. This applies to the younger 
as well as the older members of the 
staff, and to freshmen as well as 
seniors. The College has grown to 
such an extent that efforts must be 
made on the par t of all those inter­
ested in the insti tution to secure per­
sonal contact between the various 
members of the college family. 

"In a business way, I th ink we all 
recognize that business can be round­
ed up better from a more or less 
friendly contact of the individuals con­
cerned. The day is at hand when one 
business man says to another, 'Well, 
when can we lunch together and 
talk it all over?' There is something 
about the excitation by the proper 
kind of food and the social atmos­
phere that mellows the brain suffi­
ciently to do business on a friendly 
basis. 

"At present the new gymnasium of­
fers a meeting place for s tudents to 
a limited extent, but it is a gymna­
sium and lacks the social a tmosphere 
which I believe is very desirable. 

"A large number of our s tudents , 
too large to suit me, pass through the 
college without having the privilege 
of belonging to any society. There 
is no way in which those belonging 
to various societies can exercise their 
talents as social workers in making 
the non-society student 's lot more at­
tractive, and so I feel that th is me­
morial building devoted, not to a 
single purpose but to a great variety 
of purposes is a project which every 
friend of M. A. C. can well afford to 
boost.

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AGRICULTURAL CONDITIONS IN 
GREECE. 

Told by Dr. Bouyoucos. 

Dr. G. J. Bouyoucos who has jus t 
re turned to the campus after a year 
spent in Greece as a member of the 
soils committee of an agr icul tura l 
commission appointed by Pres ident 
Wilson has prepared the following 
sketch of conditions and his work in 
Greece his native country. So grate­
ful were the officers of the Greek gov­
ernment to Dr. Bouyoucos for his 
work tha t they conferred upon him 
three awards of honor—the highest in 
their power to bestow—the Order of 
Our Savior, the Cross of the Bat tal ion 
of George Fourth , and the Military 
Medal. 

Greece has been import ing from 
other countries most of her wheat 
she uses for bread. Being unable 
to import all the wheat she needed 
during the Great War her bread 
si tuation became very acute and 
in her distress she called upon the 
United States for help. The Ameri­
can Red Cross responded by sending 
her an Agricultural Commission com­
posed of Dr. Cyril G. Hopkins of the 
University of Illinois and Dr. George 
Bouyoucos of the Michigan Agricul­
tural College and member of the Soils 
department. The object of this com­
mission was to study the soils of the 
country and then to recommend meth­
ods by which they could be made to 
produce 'more food. The Commission 
made a general examination of most 
soils in Greece. I t collected many 
samples which it analyzed for nitro­
gen, phosphorus, potasium, magne­
sium and calcium, and conducted pot 
culture experiments and field experi­
ments on some of the most important 
and extensive soil types in the coun­
try. The results obtained from these 
various investigations, the knowledge 
acquired from observations, together 
with advice to the farmers and rec­
ommendations to the Greek govern­
ment, were published in a little book 
which was sent free to nearly all the 
farmers in Greece. Although the com­
mission remained only about a year 
in Greece, it did accomplish much 
good for the agriculture of the coun­
try. 

It was found that nearly all the 
soils of Greece are quite unproductive. 
This was to be expected, however, be­
cause these soils have been farmed 
probably for thousands of years with­
out the farmers ever t ry ing to main­
tain the fertility. Many beautiful 
plains with soil of good physical con­
dition have become so infertile t ha t 
the farmers have agricultural ly aban­
doned them and have gone to farm the 
rocky mountains where the soil is 
new and more productive. The aver­
age yield of wheat in the ent i re king­
dom is only about 8 bushels to the 
acre; and this yield is produced only 

once every two years as the system 
of rotat ion tha t most farmers follow 
consists of cropping the land one year 
and allowing it to remain fallow or 
idle the next year. 

Only about one-third of the farmers 
employ modern methods of agricul­
ture, the other two-thirds use very 
primit ive methods. The farmers live 
in villages. They sow the wheat by 
hand (broad cast) and plow it in by 
a wooden plow with a steel point 
driven by oxen. They harvest the 
wheat with a sickle and t ranspor t i t 
to the village on the back of donkeys, 
where it is threshed by spreading i t 
upon a Scone-paved floor, and have 
horses t ramp over it. When the 
s t raw is reduced to a fine condition 
the grain is separated from the s t raw 
by throwing the mater ia l to the a i r 
with a large wooden fork, and the 
wind blows away the s t raw and leaves 
the grain alone. 

These primit ive methods of agricul­
ture cannot be a t t r ibuted entirely to 
the na tura l backwardness of the peo­
ple. There are many na tura l factors 
which compel the people to employ 
these primit ive methods. For instance 
the country is very mountainous, in­
deed two-thirds of the area of the 
country consists of mountains , there 
are no roads, the fields are small and 
scattered, and considerable of the land 
is stony. All these make it difficult 
for the farmers to use the modern 
agricul tural machinery. Then, too, 
the present kingdom of Greece is 
young, being less than 100 years old, 
and dur ing this period of its exist­
ence, it has never been left in peace 
by her enemies to develop her agri­
culture. 

The Greek people and the govern­
ment were very appreciative of what 
the commission tr ied and did do. The 
government tr ied to re ta in the ser­
vices of the commission for a period 
of five years a t very high salaries. 
In recognition of the services the king 
conferred upon the commission two of 
the highest decorations in the king­
dom. 

The members of the commission 
were officers of the American Red 
Cross. Dr. Hopkins held the rank of 
Major and Dr. Bouyoucos the rank of 
captain. The commission was on its 
way to this country when Dr. Hop­
kins was suddenly taken ill on board 
the ship and upon arr ival a t Gibral­
tar he was removed to the Bri t ish 
Military Hospital, where he passed 
away. Dr. Bouyoucos remained with 
him and after he died brought his 
body back to this country. In the 
death of Dr. Hopkins the agricultural 
world loses one of i ts greatest soil 
experts and scientists.

Lansing men found one bright beacon! 
l ight—the br i l l iant s tand of their! 
eleven on its five-yard line in the sec-! 
ond quarter . A series of long passes! 
Gipp to Kirk placed the ball on the! 
Aggies' eight-yard line where the lo-| 
cals hammered the line four times! 
without making the required distance] 
the ball going to the visitors on downs.] 

Short forward passes over the linej 
were responsible for the Notre Dame' 
victory. F ind ing themselves unable; 
to gain ground, ei ther by end circling,) 
their strongest a t tack or through the 
line, the Catholics resorted to the ab­
breviated aerial game and in this way 
crossed the Aggie goal line twice. 

While the condition of the field was 
perfect for a runn ing game the fast 
Catholic backfield wras halted almost 
every time. 

The Aggies played a game far sur­
passing anyth ing shown by them be­
fore this year. F rom the first whistle 
till the end of the battle they fought 
their rivals every foot of the way, 
and with the exception of the forward 
passing they fought on equal terms. 
Probably the greatest bit of football 
displayed by a Big Green team since 
1915 occurred when they twrice stop­
ped the Catholic a t tack on the Aggie 
one-yard line and held them for four 
downs.
